Justification *

RAN#62 has approved a feature WID to provide solutions by which the 3GPP RAN will be able to enhance and/or control the functions of WLAN access network selection and the routing of traffic across 3GPP and WLAN access technologies.

The RAN WID addresses solutions for scenarios when ANDSF is deployed in the network and supported by the UE and when ANDSF is not deployed or not supported by the UE.  When ANDSF is deployed in the network and supported by the UE the RAN provides assistance information which is utilised by enhanced ANDSF WLAN network selection and/or traffic routing rules.  When ANDSF is not deployed or not supported by the UE the RAN defined rules control the processes of WLAN access network selection and traffic routing.  The solution shall support co-existence of ANDSF with RAN rules when both are deployed.
The joint meeting between SA2 and RAN2 identified several areas of system architecture and core network impacts. Therefore, these solutions require the involvement of SA2 and CT1. 
4
Objective *

In this work item, SA2 will coordinate with RAN2 to incorporate the RAN assistance parameters into ANDSF policies and resolve dependencies that will be caused as part of the RAN WID. 
For the solution where the RAN provides RAN assistance parameters to ANDSF, SA2 will be required to update Stage 2 specifications to describe how the RAN2 determined RAN assistance parameters are to be used within the ANDSF policies. 
For the solution where RAN defines rules to control WLAN network selection and traffic routing by the use of RAN assistance parameters, SA2 needs to resolve the dependencies, for example:
· Ensure alignments between SA2 and RAN2 network selection and traffic steering model to avoid any inconsistency. 
· Decide whether and how service provider selection is to be performed in the absence of ANDSF.

· Ensure conflicts between ANDSF provided rules and RAN provided rules are resolved, including  in roaming scenarios.
· Investigate and solve any system architecture impacts of supporting the selected granularity in RAN based traffic routing (per UE, per radio bearer, per APN).

· Ensure user preferences and application preferences are respected     

· Investigate any impacts of switching between RAN provided rules and ANDSF provided rules (e.g. as a device goes in and out of 3GPP cellular coverage).
