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1 Introduction
Following the Multi-SDO Plenary in December 2013, the Multi-SDO Steering Committee has reviewed and revised the Cooperation Principles [1]. 

Whilst scope, objectives, steering and working procedures remain unchanged the Cooperation Principles have now introduced a new process for the facilitation of the Multi-SDO activity. The Steering Committee, which holds representatives from all participating IG/SDOs, will nominate and elect a Convenor from the participating IG/SDOs. The Convenor is elected for two years and must rotate every two years between the participating IG/SDOs.  The Steering Committee as well as the administration of the Multi-SDO (email list, meeting support, document storage, etc.) must be organized and supported by a Secretariat from the elected Convenor’s IG/SDO (Convenor’s Secretariat). The election of the Convenor will be conducted following a call for nomination for a candidate; the approval will be based on simple majority of all participating IG/SDOs. NGMN (as facilitator of the Multi-SDO cooperation in 2011 - 2013) has accepted to initiate the first nomination and election of a Convenor.

Nominations for the Convenor of the Steering Committee should be done by email to NGMN office until 7th March 2014, cob. The nomination should provide: 
1. A short CV of the proposed Convenor Candidate;
2. A commitment of the proposing IG/SDO to facilitate the Multi-SDO activity for the next two years (Convenor's Secretariat).

After the closing date of March 7th the Steering Committee, i.e. the participating IG/SDOs will elect the Convenor from amongst the nominated candidates until 4th April 2014.
2 Proposal
It is proposed that 3GPP nominates Christian Toche (Huawei), SA5 chairman, for the position of Convenor of the Multi-SDO Steering Committee for the next two years.
This nomination should be submitted to NGMN by March 7th after checking that the conditions on resources described in Clause 1 of this document can be satisfied.

It is also proposed to inform PCG, possibly via an LS from SA, or by a direct contribution to the next PCG meeting (April 29th) from the SA5 Chairman and convenor of the Multi-SDO group (if elected on April 4th).
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
