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1. Introduction
SA plenary chairman is inviting each company to express their view on Rel-13 WID/SID prioritization. This paper indicates the prioritization ordering of Rel-13 WID/SID from Samsung.
2. Discussion
From Samsung’s perspective, our list of highest priority work items for Rel-13 are driven by the strong mandate of Korean Government to build public safety network with LTE, and also those features that are vital for the success of IMS/VoLTE such as paging optimization (i.e., voE_UTRAN_PPD) and eWebRTCi. We also believe that congestion management feature such as UPCON is also important for Rel-13. The least important category would be any feature that has to do with CS domain interworking such as eCSFB, SETA, etc. 

The following table (TABLE-1) shows Samsung’s view of grouping the Rel-13/SID/WID into High, Medium, and Low priority. No ranking is done within each group in this table. The “green” means this WID is either completed or almost completed for Rel-13 (i.e., no impact for this prioritization). 
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NOTE 1: From Samsung’s perspective, SA2 should conclude the backhaul-less and complete outage scenario as first step so other WG (e.g., SA3) can do the work ASAP.

3. Proposal

It is proposed that SA plenary provides the following guidance to SA2:

A. For “3GPP access” track:

1. Time allocation for Rel-13 work should be first given to work related to public safety and IMS/VoLTE. 
2. If needed, CS related features can be deferred.
B. For “other” track:

1. Features that are promoting IMS should be given more time for completion (e.g., eWebRTCi).
2. If needed, CS related features can be deferred.
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
