Justification

Mission critical communication services, e.g. Push To Talk are essential to public safety. Currently, systems are deployed using Land Mobile Radio (LMR) technology such as TETRA, Project 25 (P25). 3GPP TS 22.179 specifies interworking between LTE systems and P25 systems, TETRA systems and legacy Land Mobile Radio systems that are compliant with the TIA-603-D [3] Standard.
For Release 15, SA6 conducted a study on the Mission Critical Communication Interworking between LTE and non-LTE Systems. The study, as reported in 3GPP TR 23.782, identified key issues and different solutions for interworking between LTE and non-LTE systems.
A number of these solutions have identified possible enhancements to existing MC service specifications. Additionally, several procedures have been identified to justify a standalone normative specification for interworking between LTE and non-LTE systems.

Objective

The SA6 objectives are as follows:

-
Implement a normative stage-2 specification using solutions identified in 3GPP TR 23.782 as candidates for the work.

-
Implement normative changes to existing MC service related stage-2 specifications using solutions identified in 3GPP TR 23.782 as candidates for the work.
Existing, standardized mechanisms shall be utilized where possible and justified. SA6 should therefore discuss the technical viability of the solutions with other working groups when necessary.
