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1. Overall Description:
We thank you for your inquiry concerning interworking by non-3GPP access systems. We direct your attention to 3GPP TS 23.501 and TS 23.502, in which interworking with non-3GPP access is specified. 
There are two forms of non-3GPP access. “Untrusted” access can be performed from any access by means of a Non-3GPP InterWorking Function, specified in Release 15. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The 3GPP work plan aims to include “Trusted”non-3GPP access functionality in Release 16, which will complete at the end of 2019. “Trusted” non-3GPP access supports the common access core network interface, without interworking components. In order to specify trusted non-3GPP access, the particular requirements and functions of the non-3GPP access must be considered in full detail. 
3GPP work is contribution driven. An example of such activity is Wireless and Wireline Convergence, an active study in TSG SA WG2. The work is done in coordination with the BBF.
Interested 3GPP member companies are welcome to send delegates to the relevant working groups to investigate and pursue DECT interworking with 3GPP networks, to the extent that suits your requirements.
