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Abstract of document:

3GPP SA2 has investigated in FS_UDICOM different solutions for separating HSS and UDM, where EPS subscriber data and 5GS subscriber data coexist in data storages that can be common or separate. TR 23.732 is implemented and approved in SA#83.
It is concluded that standardisation is proposed to progress for a new service-based interface between UDM and HSS (i.e. Solution # 2). Solutions #3 and #6 are agreed to be documented as implementation/deployment options for the separation of UDM and HSS for operators not considering feasible upgrading legacy systems.
A 9xx series TR, i.e. TR 23.973, is proposed to be developed to provide more detailed guideline on the above referred solutions #2, #3 and #6, with reference to the CT4 TS for what relates to solution #2.

TR 23.973 describes the scenarios of separate UDM and HSS with separate repositories and with a common repository, and provides the corresponding solutions for these scenarios, using TR 23.732 as the baseline.
Changes since last presentation to TSG SA:
It is the first time to present TR 23.973. The TR 23.973 is created based on the contents from TR 23.732, and is updated with the following major changes:

-          Removal of solutions other than #2, #3 and #6 from TR 23.732;
-          Solution  #2 from TR 23.732 now described by reference to CT4 TSs;
-          Solution #3 and #6 from TR 23.732 have been updated;
-          Update on Scope, architecture assumption, deployment scenario and conclusion parts to make them more aligned with 900 series TR scope/goals.
