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Abstract of the document: This contribution describes the information on 3GPP related discussion at Joint IMO/ITU Experts Group held at IMO Headquarters in London from 8 to 12 July 2019.

1. Description
The 15th meeting of the Joint IMO/ITU Experts Group on Maritime Radio Communication Matters was held at IMO Headquarters in London, United Kingdom, from 8 to 12 July 2019.
The Joint IMO/ITU Experts Group had the discussion related to 3GPP standardization of maritime domain in the context of maritime safety and the minutes of 3GPP related discussion were taken as follows.

	Technical standardization for public mobile networks in the context of maritime safety 

8.8 The Group considered document IMO/ITU EG 15/7/1 (Germany) providing information on developments related to technical standardization of public mobile broadband networks and their envisaged usage for maritime safety. 

8.9 During the ensuing discussion, the delegations that took the floor recognized that these were relevant developments and that IMO should be more proactive and get involved in the work of the 3rd Generation Partnership Project (3GPP). Noting that IALA had been approached already by 3GPP, the Group invited IALA to keep IMO informed of future developments. 

8.10 The Group invited NCSR 7 to note the discussion above and take action, as appropriate.
