5min	Opening of meeting.
Georg Mayer (TSG SA Chairman) chaired the conference call. Notes were taken by Maurice Pope (MCC).

30 min	Issues highlighted in reports from WG chairs / other reports (AI4)
SP-200559 SA WG1 Report to TSG SA#88e
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-200559_rev1 was provided and presented by the SA WG1 Chairman.
Slide 3:	The TSG SA Chairman agreed that an idea of the Rel-18 timeline will need to be developed, but it is hoped that the finalization of the Rel-17 schedule should be agreed first. given the current disruption of the work due to COVID-19.
The SA WG1 Chairman was thanked for this report, which was noted.

SP-200536 SA WG2 Chairman's report to TSG SA#88E
Discussion and conclusion:
This was presented by the SA WG2 Chairman.
Slide 55:	The SA WG2 Chairman clarified that the key concern is from the RAN WG2 chairman that late LSs may take up two meeting cycle to handle. This will be considered in SA WG2. For the proposed Stage 2 freeze shift to December 2020 in order to allow the work to progress sufficiently. Vodafone commented tht the specification s will not be ready for a September 2020 Stage 2 freeze.
TSG SA agreed that there are obstacles in the time line that requires discussion in September 2020.
Motorola Solutions asked whether a statement can be made about impacting the Stage 3 freeze if there is a Stage 2 shift. The TSG SA Chairman relied that this will need to be discussed in September 2020.
MediaTek commented that they accepted that a December timeline for Stage 2 freeze needs to be considered and asked whether a date can be given for this shift. The TSG SA Chairman replied that things may have changed by September and this should be discussed then.
General:	The SA WG2 Chairman reported that the SA WG2 Rel-17 study item conclusion by September 2020 (in order to meet current Sage-2 freeze of December 2020) is not feasible. New Stage-2 freeze dates will be discussed as part of overall Rel-17 timeline discussion at TSG SA#89-e e-meeting.
The SA WG2 Chairman was thanked for this report, which was noted.

SP-200346 SA WG3 Status report
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-200346_rev1 was provided and presented by the SA WG3 Chairman.
General:	Vodafone commented that the impact of CODIV-19 means there have been fewer meetings in which to deliver the SIDs in mature condition and suggested either shifting the deadlines or increasing the meeting frequency. The TSG SA Chairman replied that the shift of TSG Plenary had an unfortunate consequence on the G meeting planning.
Slide 33:	Intel asked whether UPIP CRs should be noted rather than approved given the status of this. Vodafone commented that the CRs in SP-200367 are independent of this issue and are needed for other attack scenarios. The SA WG3 Chairman clarified that there was an LS for this, but it was not agreed and clarified that if no agreement on how to proceed with IMF allocation for Rel-16 then this will need to be postponed for Rel-17.
The SA WG3 Chairman was thanked for this report, which was noted.
SP-200385 Report on SA WG4 Status Update
Discussion and conclusion:
This was presented by the SA WG4 Chairman.
Slide 3:	From the SA WG4 Management team, Gilles Teniou and Frederic Gabin have changed company affiliation. To date no issues have been raised on these changes.
Slide 8:	Deutsche Telekom commented that this late removal of Codecs will need to be checked for deployment and legal aspects and asked that any CRs are postponed until Members are happy to do this. The TSG SA Chairman commented that the 3GPP Legal had been consulted on this and a response is awaited. The SA WG4 Chairman commented that there are CRs presented for approval and suggested awaiting to see if there is positive feedback on the issue and decide whether to approve or postpone the CRs on Friday.
The SA WG4 Chairman was thanked for this report, which was noted.

SP-200554 SA WG5 status report to TSG SA#88
Discussion and conclusion:
This was presented by the SA WG5 Chairman.

Discussion and conclusion:
Intel commented that they were happy with this if the proposed modifications from Vodafone in _rev2 are taken into account. Ericsson reported that they were also happy with this. Intel asked to correct a typographical error. This was left for further discussion. Removed from block approval.

SP-200355 New SID on Industrial IoT Security.
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-200355_rev1 adds Siemens to the list of supporting individual members. Removed from block approval.
SP-200455 New WID: Dynamic management of group-based event monitoring (TEI17).
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-200455_rev1 provided to shorten the WI Code to TEI17_GEM.
SP-200465 New WID on Management data collection control and discovery.
Discussion and conclusion:
Revisions suggested. Removed from Block approval.
SP-200558 Revised SID: Architectural enhancements for 5G multicast-broadcast services
Discussion and conclusion:
Revisions suggested. Removed from Block approval.
SP-200349 Study on security aspects of the Disaggregated gNB Architecture.
Discussion and conclusion:
The SA WG3 Chairman commented that this was agreed with objections in SA WG3, but no objections have yet been raised at this meeting. The status will be reviewed on Friday. Removed from block approval.

SP-20472 Rel-16 WI Exception for Network Slice Management Charging in 5GS
Discussion and conclusion:
Some dates were in error in the WID/SIDs and it was agreed to leave this without revision here and update the dates in the Work Plan related to the final Stage 2 freeze date.

UPIP - status update, how to proceed with SP-200583 (SA3 CR), LS replies, etc -- Johannes
SP-200538 33.501 CR0852 (Rel-16, 'C'): CR to 33.501 - Update to User Plane Integrity Protection
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-200538_rev5 was the latest proposal which was reviewed. Qualcomm commented that this impacts only the UE and so only ME impacts should be indicated and asked to remove the e-mail comments information and correct the CR revision number back to '-' for these unofficial revisions. The SA WG2 Chairman asked whether there was a more appropriate WI Code than TEI16, for tracking purposes. It was suggested that the WID in SP-200354 can be used. The author was asked to provide SP-200538_rev6 to cater for the requested changes. SP-200538_rev6 was approved. Revised in SP-200613. Approved.

EAV - SP-200593 requested by Ruitao Ma, China Unicom
SP-200593 22.125 CR0028R3 (Rel-17, 'F'): Clarification of the definition of a UAS
Discussion and conclusion:
It was decided to postpone this and ask SA WG1 to further discuss this. This CR was postponed.
SP-200564 SA WG1 CRs on EAV
Proposed replacement CR in SP-200593.
22.125 CR0028R2 was postponed and SA WG1 were asked to further discuss this. This CR pack was postponed.
Huawei asked why this should be postponed when there is a single objection to it. The TSG SA Chairman clarified that CRs are approved by consensus and if there are any sustained objections the first time this is presented, then this will normally not be approved without either a working agreement being confirmed or withdrawal of the objections.
Vodafone commented that the definition needs to be very clear and unambiguous, to avoid problems for the Stage 2 work.
The SA WG6 Chairman commented that they had already made changes in accordance with this requirement.

SUPI - SP-200548, SP-200549, SP-200550 + proposals made by mail
SP-200548 Clarification on the use of SUPI as the Identity in EAP-AKA' key derivation (Qualcomm Incorporated, Nokia, Nokia Shanghai Bell, Ericsson, ZTE).
Discussion and conclusion:
Huawei suggested this could be handled by the Stage 3 and this modification is unnecessary and asked why it should be changed also in Rel-15 as there are already correctly operating implementations. Nokia disagreed that this should be left to Stage 3 as this is an urgent issue and should be solved in SA WG3 TSs. Intel agreed this needed urgent resolution (i.e. at this meeting). Qualcomm commented that this has already been made for another case, which was also agreed by Huawei and considered this an equivalent case. This was left for further discussion.
SP-200549 33.501 CR0761R2 (Rel-15, 'F'): Clarification on the use of SUPI as the Identity in EAP-AKA' key derivation (Qualcomm Incorporated, Nokia, Nokia Shanghai Bell, ZTE, Ericsson, Samsung).
