Georg Mayer (TSG SA Chairman) chaired the conference call. Notes were taken by Maurice Pope (MCC).

Discussion and conclusion:
This was presented and noted.

SP-200591 disc paper presented by Shuan Li, CBN
SP-200591 Motivation to Revise Architectural enhancements for 5G multicast/broadcast services (CBN, ABS, ABP, EBU, IRT, Huawei Qualcomm Incorporated, Reliance Jio, ZTE)
Discussion and conclusion:
This proposes to add the Free-To-Air work into the previously prioritised SID. The related revised SID in SP-200558 was reviewed. CBN were thanked for this presentation, which was noted.

SP-200558 revised SID discussion (objections received)
SP-200558 Revised SID: Architectural enhancements for 5G multicast-broadcast services (CBN, Huawei, Hisilicon, Qualcomm Incorporated)
Discussion and conclusion:
Vodafone asked why the already developed solutions cannot be used instead of developing enhancements for Rel‑17. Deutsche Telekom also resisted reintroducing this enhancement into Rel‑17 which took a lot of negotiation to prioritise into it's current challenging content. CBN commented that there is currently no plan for deployment of this on LTE. KDDI commented that if there is a restriction to deployment on 5G only then this should be taken as a special case for inclusion in Rel‑17. Motorola Solutions commented that there was some discussion on moving Rel‑17 freeze dates and adding this type of change should not be added as it would put more pressure on delaying Rel‑17 and this is not a Public Safety item, which is for First Responders support. There was some discussion on the need to include this in Rel‑17 or not. MediaTek reported they have a proposed compromise and were asked to upload their proposed revision to the revisions folder. Deutsche Telekom commented that this can be considered until the next TSG SA meeting and need not be approved at this meeting. This was left for further discussion until CC#4. 

20 min	EAP-AKA' key derivation / SUPI
SP-200614 Combined options for EAP-AKA' SUPI issue (Huawei, Hisilicon)
Discussion and conclusion:
Huawei proposed Option 1 to keep using SUPI as input and Qualcomm proposed Option 2 to redefine the input identity for AKA'. CRs were available for both options. Intel asked whether there were any controversial issues on 8.7.0. Huawei replied that there are no issues on this. Qualcomm commented that 8.7.0 uses 'naked' IMSI as input to the SUPI Type derivation. Huawei commented that they did not think Option 2 covered all use cases and Option 2 proposes new input parameters. ZTE asked for clarification on whether this was Kuasf or Kamf. MediaTek commented that their understanding is in line with Option 1. Huawei clarified for ZTE that this is Kuasf. Huawei had strong concerns about changing the use of SUPI (i.e. Option 2).
An informal show of hands was held to gauge the support for the options (don't cares should not raise hand):
Option 1:	8	(HPE, Huawei, MediaTek, Futurewei, Broadcom, Spreadtrum, Spirent Comm, Motorola Mobility)
Option 2:	11	(Nokia, Motorola Solutions, ZTE, SAMSUNG, Ericsson, Telia Company, Qualcomm, Charter, LGE, T-Mobile USA, Verizon)
Qualcomm  proposed that it is indicated that Rel-16 and Rel-17 are not interoperable in order to avoid mis-implementations with the change of AKA' key derivation. This should be further discussed and will be reviewed again at CC#4 if necessary.

Discussion and conclusion:
SP-200590_Rev1 was reviewed. Huawei proposed to note the CRs in SP-200588 and SP-200589 and then await a response to this LS. Ericsson commented that this would just mean re-discussing the same issues in SA WG2 which have already been under discussion for 12 months and did not think this would be easy for SA WG2. Vodafone commented that issues such as handover have not been discussed from a technical perspective as vendors in SA WG2 send to RAN WG3 and RAN WG3 says it needs first to be agreed in SA WG2. Ericsson disagreed and stated the discussion has taken place in SA WG2 but did not result in what Vodafone prefers. Qualcomm suggested a new study could be stared to study the parameters needed. TIM asked for a chance be given to SA WG2 to analyse the parameters by sending a LS like this. CMCC agreed with IM. Intel supported postponing this Feature to the next Release. Siemens supported the TIM view. The SA WG2 Chairman commented that his understanding is that the SA WG2 agreed CRs are approved and SA WG2 should study the parameters for Rel‑17. Orange commented that this should be considered for Rel-16 and moved to Rel-17 if it cannot be included in Rel16. Companies were asked to provide clear proposals for this to be discussed in CC#4.
