3	Justification
In addition to Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) for MMTEL voice/video calls and MPS for DTS, Rel-19 TS 22.153 has been updated to support authorized MPS Service Users with priority for messaging services in periods of network congestion during which normal commercial messaging services are degraded.
4	Objective
The objective is to study solutions addressing gaps the enhancement to in the EPC,  and 5GC and IMS network architecture, interfaces and procedures to support MPS priority for IMS Messaging and SMS and MPS priority for messaging services based on IMS within the 3GPP system. For IMS, the scope is further limited to MPS priority by the 3GPP system when the SIP MESSAGE and SIP sessions (specified in 3GPP TS 23.228) are used to support messaging services.
The study will investigate the following aspects:
· WT-1: Study how to support MPS priority for IMS Messaging and SMS and for IMS service onimmediate and session-based messaging. This includes: 
· Mechanisms for invocation and revocation of the MPS for messaging service on a per subscriber basis; 
· Authorization to use the MPS for messaging service; 
· End-to-end priority treatment including priority treatment for signaling during invocation.
