Justification
The AKMA stage 2 work was done in Release-16 (TS 33.535 was sent for approval to the plenary at the SA#88-e as a Rel-16 feature). During the SA#89-e meeting, the AKMA stage 3 work was approved for Release 17. However, it was discussed and concluded at the SA#89-e that the AKMA stage 2 and stage 3 work can not be splitted into different releases, thus it was agreed to transfer the stage 2 work to Release 17. The following guidance was provided to do the transfer work:

One CR adding AKMA related changes to the latest Rel-17 version of TS 33.220 (copy of Rel-16 CRs)
