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1. Discussion on U2N relay
In the TR 23.752 v1.1.0, 
For Key Issue #3 (Support of UE-to-Network Relay), the followings are taken as interim conclusions:

-
UE-to-Network Relay conclusions are subject to confirmation from RAN WG2 and SA WG3 for normative work.

-
The final decision on whether or not to proceed with Layer-2 and/or Layer-3 into normative work will be made in cooperation with other WGs.

The following is taken as interim conclusions for the L3 UE-to-Network Relay solution:

-
No showstopper has been identified by SA WG2 for L3 UE-to-Network solution. SA WG2 recommends L3 UE-to-Network Relay proceed into normative work, subject to RAN WG2 and SA WG3 conclusion.

-
Solution #6 is taken as baseline in case the UE-to-Network Relay is a trusted entity by the Remote UE. Solution#23 is agreed to be used to provide end-to-end security for the Remote UE in case the UE-to-Network Relay is not a trusted entity by the Remote UE.

The followings are taken as interim conclusions for the L2 UE-to-Network Relay solution:

-
No showstopper has been identified by SA WG2 for L2 UE-to-Network Relay solution. SA WG2 recommends L2 UE-to-Network Relay solution proceed into normative work, subject to RAN WG2 and SA WG3 conclusion.

…..

-
The Remote UE has a NAS connection with 5GC and Remote UE Registration and Connection establishment/management, the related procedure in solution #7 can be taken as baseline.

SA2 has made the interim conclusions for which the solutions are taken as baseline to support L2 and L3 U2N. 
The RAN2 agreement on the U2N relay is shown as following:
RAN2 confirm the decision of last meeting that L2 and L3 are both feasible for U2N and U2U, aligned with the LS sent to SA2 from RAN2#112-e (this is not a conclusion on the recommendation for normative work).

Proposal 3.3.2: Capture in a common conclusion section for L2 and L3: “RAN2 recommends both L2 and L3 UE to NW and UE to UE relay can proceed to normative work” (16/16 companies)

Based on the above excerpted interim conclusion for the U2N relay and RAN2 agreement, it is proposed to include both L2 and L3 U2N relay into the Rel-17 normative work. 
During the discussion in SA2#143e, it was questioned how to resolve the co-existence of L2 and L3 U2N relay support scenario. If the scenario is limited to either L2 or L3 U2N relay but not both, then there is no need for the co-ordinated support for L2 and L3 U2N relays besides during the discovery phase that the remote UE is aware of the capability of relay UE. The discovery phase handling can be discussed further in the normative phase as there were proposed solutions captured in the TR 23.733 for the ProSe in EPS, e.g, in the clause 6.2.3.

2. Discussion on U2U relay

In the TR 23.752 v1.1.0,
For Key Issue #4 (Support of UE-to-UE Relay), the followings are taken as interim conclusions:

-
UE-to-UE Relay conclusions are subject to confirmation from RAN WG2 and SA WG3 for normative work.

-
The final decision on whether or not to proceed with Layer-2 and/or Layer-3 into normative work will be made in cooperation with other WGs.

The followings are taken as interim conclusion for Layer-3 UE-to-UE relay:

-
No showstopper has been identified by SA2 for L3 UE-to-UE solution. SA WG2 recommends L3 UE-to-UE Relay proceed into normative work, subject to RAN2 and SA3 conclusion.
-
L3 UE-to-UE relay solution can support relaying of IP and non-IP traffic. For IP traffic, the IP addresses of the UEs can be either assigned by the relay (as described in sol#10) or self-assigned (as described in sol#32). For Non-IP traffic, it can be either handled via IP encapsulation or without IP encapsulation (as described in sol#49). 

-
UE-to-UE Relay discovery and selection are supported by:

-
Model A discovery (as described in sol#11);

-
Model B discovery (as described in sol#8); and

-
Integrated PC5 unicast link establishment procedure (as described in sol#8).

The following are taken as interim conclusions for the L2 UE-to-UE Relay:

-
No showstopper has been identified by SA WG2 for L2 UE-to-UE solution. SA WG2 recommends L2 UE-to-UE Relay proceed into normative work.

-
For UE-to-UE Relay discovery, both Model A and Model B are supported. It is recommended that Relay discovery is integrated into the PC5 unicast link establishment procedure.

While SA2 has made the interim conclusions for which the solutions are taken as baseline to support L3 U2U relay, SA2 has NOT made the interim conclusion for which solution is to be taken as baseline to support L2 U2U relay for the connection establishment.
The RAN2 agreement on the U2U relay is shown as following:
RAN2 confirm the decision of last meeting that L2 and L3 are both feasible for U2N and U2U, aligned with the LS sent to SA2 from RAN2#112-e (this is not a conclusion on the recommendation for normative work).

Proposal 3.3.2: Capture in a common conclusion section for L2 and L3: “RAN2 recommends both L2 and L3 UE to NW and UE to UE relay can proceed to normative work” (16/16 companies)

Based on the above excerpted interim conclusion for the U2U relay and RAN2 agreement, it is proposed to first include L3 U2U relay into the Rel-17 normative work, and the L2 U2U relay can be taken into further consideration.  
3. Conclusions

It is proposed to include both L2 and L3 U2N relay into the normative work in Rel-17.
It is also proposed to include the L3 U2U relay into the normative work in Rel-17.

If RAN decides that L2 U2U relay will also be included in the normative work, then SA2 need to determine which solution in the TR is to be used as the baseline for the connection establishment.
