1. Overall Description:



T3 would like to thank SA2 for their Liaison Statement S2-023036 “LS on the new Area Event location service” (AEL) and would like to provide the following comments on the AEL service as presented by SA2. The comments are split in technical comments to the Toolkit/SMS based solution, as well as comments on the general ownership:



Technical comments:



· With the restriction that it works only in (GMM/MM) idle mode T3 would like to point of that any operator is free to define a Toolkit application that could implement the AEL service using the  “PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION” command. The support has been available since R96, i.e. supported by both the SIM and the USIM, and by MEs supporting Toolkit. No modification to the (U)SAT or (U)SIM specifications would be needed.



· If the feature needs to work also in dedicated mode, changes are needed in the “PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION” command definition. Such modifications would only be specified for the USIM as the AEL service is a REL-6 feature



· It has to be considered by SA2 whether a Toolkit based solution would conflict with the already defined LCS architecture



· Also SA2 should consider that the use of SMS as bearer has the risk of latency



· T3 would like to give to SA2’s consideration that another solution is possible: The list of trigger cells could be stored in the USIM. The ME would do the comparison of the current cell with the list stored in the USIM. Whenever there is a trigger the ME would send an indication to the network. This would require changes at least in the USIM specification to define the files and the according procedures.



Comments of ownership:



T3 feels that the responsibility of this AEL service is best placed within the groups already handling the 3GPP WI on LCS for the following reason:  the AEL service is in the area of LCS and as such the procedures and entities already defined should be used as far as possible.



T3 thank SA2 for their LS and will assist in the implementation of the Toolkit-based solution if SA2 decides that this is the preferred way forward.
