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The following information is being provided for your information, to promote common understanding, and the ongoing cooperative and positive working relationship between SMG12 and T1P1.5.

Through the open consensus building process followed within the T1P1.5 LCS SWG, the following principles for developing and evolving a GSM Location Services Architecture have been agreed upon, and adhered to, in developing the LCS Phase 1 Architecture.
1 Single Flexible Generic Architecture

A single flexible generic architecture shall be standardized, which is capable of supporting multiple positioning technologies, including UL-TOA, E-OTD, GPS.
2 Phased Approach

The Location Services Architecture shall be developed, and evolve, using a phased approach.

Phase 1: Deliverable in GSM Release 98 

Provided for information to SMG#28, intended for approval at SMG#29, June 1999

A) Specification of a Single Generic Flexible Architecture 

 Capable of supporting all positioning methods

B) Enhancements for the Support of Emergency Services

- Driven by U.S. Carriers' need to comply with mandates

- Based on the consensus of the GSM-NA and T1P1, specific support for a network based positioning method (UL-TOA) is required to meet service requirements.
3 Open Standardized Interfaces
The LCS Architecture shall provide open standardized interfaces.
4 Normal Standardization Process
The Location Services Phase 1 Architecture shall be developed, and evolve, using normal standardization procedures, providing due process consideration regarding the Schedule and Scope of each Phase, Stage 1, Stage 2, and Stage 3 specifications.

In addition, for your information, we would like to inform you of our current intentions with regard to output deliverables from our group.

Completion of Phase 1 specifications and associated GSM change requests for approval

Completion of the Phase 2 Stage 1 specification change request for information

SMG#30 – November 8th, 1999

Completion of Phase 2 specification change requests for approval (after appropriate review and revision with relevant SMG STCs)

We have updated our project scheduling and open issues document (GSM 10.71) to reflect these most recent expectations.
