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ETSI SMG12 and 3GPP S2 thank T1P1.5 for the request for advice on LCS architecture.

Following the review of the current architecture including inputs from T1P1.5 and 3GPP R2 and internal input, it is recommended to include, from phase 2 on, a BSS centric architecture. It is recognized that this architecture shall not be introduced in the phase 1. Therefore these elements shall not delay the phase 1 approval at SMG#29.

It is proposed that T1P1.5 request SMG that the resulting architecture shall be part of the Release 98 for approval at SMG#30.

Such a time schedule is proposed to align the specification according to the 3rd generation, namely all 3G specification to be approved and frozen during the fourth quarter of 1999. It then is important that the completion for the 2nd generation system architecture shall be aligned to the 3G System architecture.

The reasoning for such a proposal is based on the fact that, in third generation systems, all location calculation have to be performed in the access network not only for LCS but also for other purposes. Then the transfer of the location calculation from NSS to BSS will allow a smoother transition between second and third generation and more specifically will allow inter-system handovers irrespective of the service provided to the user.

SMG12 and 3GPP S2 recommend and support the development of open interface with LMU, SMLC and GMLC at least for the second generation.

ETSI SMG12 and 3GPP S2 can confirm that the current version of the R2 report on Location Services is fully in line with the requirement stated in TS UMTS 23.110 regarding the split of the work between Core network and UTRAN.

SMG12 and S2 would like to inform T1P1.5about their future meeting dates so that fruitful collaboration can be achieved.
