Baseline text was accepted at the August WTSC LI meeting for the “delta document” defining North American changes to the 3GPP LI Release 6 specs. Change requests at this meeting from the FBI aim to make delta changes directly into the 3GPP specifications.
The ETSI TC LI Dynamic Triggering work is being actively monitored as to whether it could be used legally under CALEA, possibly with trusted third parties. A government view is awaited.
