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Conformance specifications for the UMTS Mobile Stations is part of the Terminal TSG scope.


Let us clarify the fact that we deal here with conformance specifications and not with type approval specifications which are another matter.





For the purpose of drafting tests specifications, ETSI/SMG has developped since years working methods and specification structures which have proven to be efficient. These tests have contributed to ensure the global consistency of GSM.


The developping of tests specifications is the task of SMG7 which is an ETSI/SMG STC. The most important output of SMG7 is the drafting of GSM 11.10 which includes conformance tests for the GSM Mobiles Stations. GSM 11.10 is regularly updated in order to include new tests pertaining to new features defined by SMG.


SMG7 gathers network operators, Mobile Stations manufacturers and test houses.





Some of the conformance tests can be used for type approval testing, some others for voluntary testing but in any case the drafting  of a test for inclusion in GSM 11.10 does not imply that it will be used for type approval purposes because such a decision depends on the regulatory rules.








Proposal





1) The drafting of a conformance specification for UMTS MSs should be the task of a working group which will report to the Terminal TSG.





2) It is proposed to organise a kick off meeting between SMG7 and this working group in order to :


- define the scope of a conformance testing specification for UMTS MSs,


- define a work plan (e.g. which domains of test will be tackled first ?)


- define the structure of the UMTS MS conformance specification, for that purpose it is proposed to adapt the structure of GSM 11.10.
