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Proposal for Agenda for

3GPP T1 ad hoc meeting January 24 on

“Prioritizing Test Cases for implementation by T1”.

Background:

Out of the waste number of test cases required to test all 3G functionality, only a certain number can be implemented with the resources available. T1 would like the “customer / user companies” of the test cases to indicate what they need – and what they need first. A number of companies have indicated un-correlated opinions on this issue. T1 have with this meeting invited all relevant companies to sit at one table to try to reach consensus on the guidelines to give to T1.

Scope of meeting:

-This meeting should reach consensus on the strategy on how to prioritize the test cases described in 34.123-1 for TTCN implementation. 

· For those test cases already implemented in TTCN, the subsequent prioritization will thus give guidelines on the order of “verification” by the relevant industry. 

· For test cases not yet described in TTCN, the priority will decide the order of implementation and give guidelines on subsequent verification by industry. 

Note: it is foreseen that a number of companies will be taking the proposals for prioritization back for internal evaluation. A decision on actual test case priorities is thus NOT expected at this meeting.

-This meeting should reach consensus on guidelines to T1 on how T1 should decide the order of implementing future test areas.

Current work of T1 is based on the rel’99 core specifications. Functionality not yet tested in (rel’99,) rel 4 and rel 5 should subsequently be identified and the order of implementation indicated. 

Note: Any proposals on how to decide the order of implementation of future test areas must be evaluated by individual companies internally. NO decision on actual orders of implementation is thus expected at this meeting.

Note that RBs and RABs will NOT be discussed at this meeting. It is foreseen that Reference Bearers will treated in 3GPP RAN.

Further steps:

Future meetings outside 3GPP T1 will need to reach consensus on an actual prioritized list of test cases / areas. Should no broadly supported input be received by T1, then T1 will have to decide internally on a work program for future test areas and the subsequent TTCN implementation.

5 Possible presentations for general information (if time allows):

· The concept of verifying test cases in T1. 
The actual verification of test cases is out of scope of T1. Relevant companies must undertake this and the results fed back to a neutral database in ETSI. By ETSI MCC.

· Bringing the TTCN (SW) to run on commercial available compilers. The TTCN itself is of no use if it doesn’t compile and run on commercially available equipment. The test industry indicated that such a stabilizing is not possible within the required timeframe, if the TTCN itself kept changing due to changes in the core specifications. 3GPP thus decided to ‘freeze’ temporarily the TTCN reference core specification to rel’99 June 2001. The freeze is soon to be lifted.
