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Rules for sending Liaison Statements

All subgroups can send directly their own liaison statements if they are being sent within the 3GPP organization. Such LSs should be copied to the main T1 list for information.

Note:
Once the LS is produced by a subgroup, it shall be sent to the T1 secretary (lidia.salmeron@etsi.fr) to be forwarded to the relevant group/s.

For LSs sent outside of the 3GPP organization, the chairman of the sub working group decides which of the following procedures to use on a case by case basis:

1. Copy the LS to the T1 list (for liaisons considered "business as usual").

2. Request approval from T1 (for extraordinary liaisons where the subject matter has wider significance or where it could be controversial).

Note that PCG authority is anywhere required for any LS sent to any external body other than those listed at:

LSs should not be sent from T1 subgroups without a copy being seen at a T1 meeting or a copy being sent around the main T1 list for a 2 weeks approval period (if time enough).

If a meeting has decided to send a LS, but has not seen the final text, this should be send on the relevant e-mail reflector for a 2 week approval period.

· If no (or only minor) comments were received, the LS can be send.

· If comments for more that just editorial matters or direct rejections were received, the LS must be changed and re-transmitted on the reflector.

· If a 'no comments/no rejections' situation can not be reached, the LS must be dealt with by the next higher meeting (T1).
