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1. Introduction


In order to measure DTX characteristics, SS (system simulator) has to switch the Uplink DPDCH. However, there is no definition on how the switching is initiated by SS for the Uplink DPDCH. It is not recommended to use special command, so in this document an alternative method is proposed. 
Alternative method:


The reference measurement channels and loop back test mode will be utilized in the measurement. In order to realize Uplink DPDCH on/off, there is a requirement for SS to operate in DTX mode, that is, SS will send DownLink DPCH with DPDCH on/off. So when MS receives DownLink DPCH with DPDCH off, it will not return DPDCH at the loop back test point (only DPCCH is returned). When DPDCH is sent, MS returns DPDCH+DPCCH. In this way, SS can control the Uplink DPDCH on/off by switching DownLink DPDCH on/off. 

2. Proposal:


MS shall implement the function at the loop back test point as follows:
MS returns the data received at loop back point when SS transmits some data, for example PN data, on the DownLink DPDCH. 

MS will not return any data when SS doesn’t transmit any data on the DownLink DPDCH.


If this function is utilized to switch the Uplink DPDCH, it is better that this function is added to the terminal baseline Implementation capabilities.
