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1. introduction

TSG RAN WG4 has reviewed the LS on working assumption sent from T WG1 RF SWG. RAN WG4 would like to confirm that these working assumptions are consistent with the current definitions in RAN WG4. These assumptions are listed in section 2

2. Response
1. The Transmitter/Receiver characteristics measurements will be conducted on the UL/DL reference measurement channel (12.2kbps) as specified in 25.101v2.2.0 clause A.2.1 and A.2.2. For the multi-code transmission the measurement channel is FFS.

2. The Receiver characteristics tests will measure Bit Error Rates. 

3. Receive performance requirements will be specified in terms of BLER, except for the inner and outer power control. The data rate for these requirement are specified in 25.101.
4. The main purpose of the reference measurement channels in RAN WG4 is for simulation activity to determine the system level specifications . But it was agreed that the measurement reference channels should be used by T1 for conformance testing specifications if these are applicable. 

5. RAN WG4 have agreed on the measurement reference channels for TDD based on a similar format. 
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
