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Introduction

At the TSG T1 RF and Signalling joint meeting in Sophia Antipolis, France 22 October the responsibilities between RF and Signalling SWG regarding the combined testing areas were agreed. 
The identified combined testing areas are:

· PLMN selection/reselection

· Cell selection and reselection

· Handover, hard/soft, FDD/TDD, 2G/3G

· Location Area (LA) and Routing Area (RA) updating (MS idle mode)

· Cell and UTRAN Registration Area (URA) updating (MS connected mode)

· Measurement reporting

Agreed RF and SIG SWG responsibilities for test cases regarding idle mode operations, handover and measurement reporting

1. SIG SWG is the main responsible for defining the tests for the essential system scenarios for idle mode operations, handover and measuring reporting. RF SWG is responsible for supporting SIG SWG in the definition of the necessary RF conditions.


2. RF SWG is responsible for testing MS measurement performance parameters (e.g. clause 10 of TS 25.133 (FDD) and clause 11 of TS 25.123 (TDD)). 

3. SIG SWG is responsible for testing of the MS procedure’s performance parameters as specified by TS 25.133 (FDD) and TS 25.123 (TDD). E.g. for testing of idle mode procedures that is to also cover the testing of maximum cell selection delay, maximum cell re-selection delay and maximum number of cells to monitor etc.


Change of Terms of References

It is recommended that the Terms of References for T1 RF and T1 SIG SWGs is modified to reflect the agreed responsibilities regarding the combined testing areas. 
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
