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Introduction 

Test Equipment and Test System Requirements for UE TDD Conformance Tests document [1] from TSG RAN4 TEM adhoc meeting#3  contains no test system requirement for TS34.122 Test case 5.4.3 Transmit OFF Power. It is obvious to take the same value as for minimum output power: 1dB. 

TS34.122 contains following conformance requirement for Transmit off power:

The transmit OFF power shall be below dBm.

It is proposed that transmit off power limit is relaxed by 1 dB and thus, test requirement is  the following: 

The transmit OFF power shall be below dBm.

Transmit OFF power

5.4.3.1
Definition and applicability

The transmit OFF power state is when the UE does not transmit. This parameter is defined as the maximum output transmit power within the channel bandwidth when the transmitter is OFF. 

The requirements of this test apply to all types of UTRA-UE.

Minimum Requirements

The transmit OFF power shall be below dBm.
