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Introduction:

                                           UMTS1800/1900 Work Items Technical Report; (Release 5)

In reading the draft report from RAN WG4 it appears that a Rel5 version of TS 25.101, that includes all the changes and additions for 1800/1900, has been agreed to. These changes and additions are found in R4-011648.  At the RAN WG4 meeting they also endorsed document R4-011651 to be liased to RAN WG2. This document is a CR to TS 25.307 3.0.0 that lists the requirements for a R99 UE that supports the frequency bands 1800 or 1900. This document makes forward references to the 1800/1900 requirements found in the Rel5 specifications. Document 25307-400.zip is the Rel4 version of the same document, but not as complete. Document RP-010672 is the September 2001 Version of a Technical Report on the UMTS1800/1900 Work Items. This technical report captures the results of the work on the work items “UMTS1800” and “UMTS1900”. The report contains the simulation results, and analytical considerations of deploying WCDMA on adjacent to narrow-band systems. In addition it captures the first drafts of the radio requirements to be considered further in the November 2001 working group meetings. The document details the progress made so far on:

- Simulation results with 2x5MHz case with GSM, IS-95 and IS-136 technologies.

- Analytical studies of co-sating WCDMA and GSM.

- Deployment considerations. 

- Proposal of methodology for deriving blocking, NB-IMD and cross-modulation requirements.

- Channel raster proposal to PCS1900 band to support single 5 MHz deployments.

- Draft radio requirement proposals for UE and BS for further discussions in RAN WG4.

Even though there is enough of the core specification in place to go forward with the Test Specification it is not quite clear as to how to create the R99 test specification when the core specification for R99 UMTS1800/1900 only exists as forward references to the Rel5 core specification. 

This document proposes that a discussion be opened as to how to go forward with the creation of the R99 and Rel4 test specification for UMTS1800/1900.
