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Summary 





Changes in the document structure for Protocol tests agreed at the TSG-T1 meeting in Miami have meant that the document T1-99074 that was the working version of the previous test specification needs to be split into two: 34.113, for Regulatory tests, and 34.123 for Interoperability tests.
