Introduction

The MM protocol specifications in 3G system described in TS24.007 and TS24.008 are, basically, the evolution from those of GSM.  Hence, it is desirable for 3G MM test specification to be consistent with the relevant section of GSM test specification.

According to the above basis, we propose the new table of contents and the strategy for the contents itself of section 8.2 ”Mobility Management ” in TS34.123-1.

We support the basis proposed in T1S-99059 (Transfer of MM conformance tests from GSM 11.10 by Anritsu Limited), i.e. to use the table of contents of GSM 11.10-1 section 26.7.

Since the texts in the corresponding section of GSM11.10-1 are thought to be a good starting point, we propose the following process:

(1)use the text in GSM 11.10-1 V7.0.0  section 26.7 as a baseline text

(2)modify it for 3G system
