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Introduction

Session Management protocol specification in 3G system described in TS24.007 and TS24.008 (core specs) is the evolution from GSM as well as conformance test specification described in 3G TS 34.123-1. 

The SM Clause that we are proposing in this document is an update of clause 8.4 in 3G TS 34.124-1 v1.0.0 to align test specification with current core specs. 

As the core specifications haven’t been finalized it will have to be revised again.

Comments

Change Request document submitted for approval to TSGN1 at the meeting #9, with modifications and new features for R99 UMTS/GPRS to align SM stage 3 with R99 requirements, was studied and following changes imposed to SM clause of 3G TS 34.123-1 document were recorded:

· existing tests that might be affected by modifications in core specs were marked

· references to core specs were updated

· tests that are to be added, due to new features added in the core specs, were inserted as placeholders (with subheadings following decision at the last T1SIG meeting), and marked FFS.

I also propose to send LS to SMG regarding conflict in GSM test specs and GSM core specs related to unsuccessful context activation initiated by the MS.

8.4.1.1 Initiated by the UE

(Editor’s note: It is assumed in core specs that MS covers both GPRS MS and UMTS UE while GMM covers both GPRS and UMTS packet MM. It is stated that, if necessary, term MS should be replaced by MS or UE while  GMM should be replaced by GMM or PMM, accordingly. We agreed to use UE in our document, so I propose to carry on using it until release 99 of core specification, when we can clarify this.)
8.4.1.1.1 Attach initiated by context activation/QoS Offered by Network is the QoS Requested

(Editor’s note: This test may change due to changes in core specification.)

Definition and applicability

This test is applicable for UE supporting PS domain services.

8.4.1.1.1.2
Conformance requirement

PDP context activation shall initiate PS Attach by the UE when the UE is PS Detached.

In order to request a PDP context activation, the UE sends an ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message to the network. If the QoS offered by the network is the same as the QoS requested by the UE, then upon receipt of the message ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT ACCEPT the UE shall initiate establishment of the logical link with the offered QoS.

8.4.1.2.1
Definition and applicability

This test is applicable for UE supporting PS domain services. It needs to take into account the number of contexts supported by the UE to be able to test the response when all contexts are activated and the network tries to initiate a new context.

8.4.1.2.2
Conformance requirement

1) Upon receipt of a REQUEST PDP CONTEXT ACTIVATION message:

( If the UE accepts the request the UE shall then initiate the PDP context activation procedure.

( If the UE rejects the request, the UE shall send a REQUEST PDP CONTEXT ACTIVATION REJECT message with one of the following causes:

#26: insufficient resources;

#31: activation rejected, unspecified;

#40: feature not supported; or

#95 – 111: protocol errors. 

(Editor’s note: There is conflict between GSM 11.10 test ‘Unsuccessful PDP context activation requested by the network ‘ and GSM04.08 procedure ‘PDP context activation requested by the network, successful and unsuccessful’.  Causes for unsuccessful context activation do not mech. ‘#32: service option not supported’ cause in GSM 11.10 test does not exist in corresponding procedure in GSM 04.08 core specs, but instead, there is ‘#40: feature not supported’. It seems that a person who wrote the test, put here causes for unsuccessful PDP context activation initiated by the UE instead of network (description of both procedures is on the same page and it is easy to make a mistake). I fixed that in this test, but I propose to send LS to SMG? group responsible for GSM 04.08 document to resolve this issue in their document, so that we can confirm our decision.)

2) The UE shall not ignore the request.

3) If the UE accepts the request, the ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message sent by the UE shall contain the parameters requested by the network in the REQUEST PDP CONTEXT ACTIVATION message, except for the offered QoS which may be changed by the UE.
