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Introduction

The present document summarises the all changes since T1S#18 in 34.123-3, V105, which the TTCN test cases in V105 are based on.

Create two new annexes

Based on the T1S#18 decisions, two annexes have been created. The annex J is a normative annex for the standardised MMI command strings, in order to request necessary actions from the test operators for carrying on tests. The annex K is an informative annex for the recommendation of a unique exchange format for the ICS/IXIT parameters.

The three invalid message types are defined in TTCN including the integrity parameters, message Id, transaction Id and a very short bitstring.
