Introduction

There have been ongoing discussions on the T1/SIG e-mail reflector on the procedure for approval of TTCN GCF package 1 test cases. Document T1S-020657 which was agreed in principle at the T1/SIG #25 meeting defines the approval mechanism. However it seems unclear how to the V300 ATS can be created in practise.

The present document is based on T1S-020657 and proposes a way how to generate the first version V300 of an approved ATS. Figure 1 on the last page illustrates this proposal.

Proposal

TTCN Deliveries

Since July 2002 two TTCN versions V140 and V150 were delivered by MCC160. TTCN V1.51 will be delivered by the end of October 02. 

Version V1.40 is based on core specification baseline 2002-03, V1.50 and V1.51 are both based on 2002-06. It has to be noted that only V1.40 meets the GCF requirement for the package 1 baseline, but the TTCN implementation in V1.50 and V1.51 are regarded as compatible with the 2002-03 baseline. 

A new version V1.60 on the 2002-09 version of the core specifications is expected to be delivered in December 2002. GCF decided in their UTRAN Agreement Group meeting in Cambridge on 25 – 26th Sept. that GCF package 2 test cases should be verified and validated on 2002-09 baseline. 

Test Case Verification and Approval

Several companies are currently verifying GCF package 1 test cases on V1.40 and V1.50 with real UEs or in a software environment. Test cases can be submitted for approval if they are based on these two versions plus essential modifications for bug fixes. Minor work-arounds are possible if they are of very limited impact and do not affect the defined protocol behaviour and test purpose. The definitions of minor work-arounds needs to be decided on a case-by-case basis.

For approval, the test cases shall be presented to T1/SIG in a CR with an MP file and log file for each test case plus a list of corrections as evidence to prove the verification status. If more than one CR is submitted for approval, the decision criteria defined in T1S-020657 shall be used to resolve conflict in the TTCN implementations. 

In the T1/SIG #26 and T1 #18 meetings the CRs are reviewed by T1/SIG members and MCC160. Test cases are only approved if the evidence indicates that the test is of high quality and in a mature state. 

Generation of the interim approved V300 ATS

After the T1/SIG and T1 meeting the individual test cases are then merged by MCC160 to an interim approved ATS (or several ATS if test cases from different layers have been approved).

“Interim” means that the ATS contains approved test cases only, but the ATS itself has not been formally approved as V300. This can be done by e-mail approval before the next T #18 meeting. 

The MCC160 work on the approved test cases is separated from the ongoing TTCN development and carried out on a so-called “Approval branch”. Bugfixes in the approved ATS shall be incorporated in the ATS on the “development branch”. In future meetings more test cases from V1.40 – V1.51 can be approved and incorporated in the V300 ATS. 

GCF package 2 test cases are verified and approved on TTCN version V1.60 onwards. It is suggested that this approved ATS then becomes V310.

As a consequence of this approach, MCC160 needs to maintain two branches of TTCN code for some time. The benefit is that on the one hand test coverage is improved on the latest baseline (development branch), while on the other hand a stable and high quality approved ATS is delivered meeting the GCF requirements and deadlines.
