Motivation
SAS is developing Radio Protocol Stack for UE and test suite for conformance testing of 3GPP UE protocol stack. SAS has been an active participant for different sublayer discussions in 3GPP and contributed several CRs for the same. With the objective of working along with 3GPP, SAS would like to own the scripting for SM test cases. SAS has a very good hold on the TTCN tool and is also using the same for scripting the GPRS test cases.

TTCN Tool
SAS is using Telelogic Tau 4.0 on Sun Solaris for developing its test scripts.
