1. Opening of the meeting (April/1, in Takanawa Price Hotel)

Yokoyama opened the meeting at 9:06. (Yokoyama did not assign secretary, and played a role of secretary job as well.)

2. Approval of the Agenda [014]

The proposed agenda was accepted.

3. Approval of meeting report #1 [013]

The meeting report for T1/RF #1 was approved.

4. Review of reports and documents [015, 016]

Tdoc015, 016: presented by Mr. Sood. Mr. Pike explained RAN4 discussion using table about EMC issues for BS/MS. Yokoyama explained T1R scope of responsibility. (EMC is out of scope in T1/RF SWG.) Mr. Sood explained this way is useful to absorb the differences in regions/countries. Mr. El-Saigh pointed out whether or not UE should solve all of regulatory requirements for roaming environment. Mr. Park explained T2 is responsible for this kind of matter. (Safety, services, etc.) Conclusion: No decision was made. Mr. Sood has submitted this to T2-SWG#6 as well.

4.1 Report from RAN4 #3 meeting

Nothing was reported here. But we decided the related issues were discussed with other contribution in each agenda item.

4.2 Measurement Procedure (FDD) [018, 020, 023, 027, 022, 024]

Tdoc018/020: presented by Mr. Maucksh. C: Another pulse shaping filter was proposed in RAN4. Filter shape is related with RAN4 spec. (BS, etc.) C: We can submit any contributions like this to RAN4, because the current specification document has not been version-controlled yet (less than V.3). No conclusion for 018/020 was made. Mr. Maucksh will make a contribution for text proposal.

Tdoc023/027: presented by Yokoyama. This proposal was approved in RAN4. No text proposal for T1/RF. This is just an information for T1/RF members.

Tdoc022: presented by Mr. Higuchi. Editorial Change request (There are different terms used for BS simulator. They should be unified.) P35: Spurious emission is not clearly defined. (What conditions, operation mode, etc.)  Maximum Output Power: measurement period is defined as one timeslot in S4.01A. This is related with measurement tolerance and should be defined in conformance testing. It would be deleted after being approved in RAN4. T1 will take over the definition of measurement interval and uncertainty. Editorial change request: Table 5.5.1 and 5.6.1. “Definition” should define the reference information.T1R should cover S4.03.(The current document is almost empty.) This document will be raised to V1.0.0, when it will be reported to the next T1 meeting.

Tdoc024: Mr. Takami explained RAN4 results about IMD issues. Tdoc024 was presented by Mr. Hagiwara. This test condition is a working assumption in RAN4. Q: In-channel condition: 1perch/1DTCH, 128ksps. This input should be submitted to RAN4 as well. Isn’t it? DoCoMo would expect Nokia will submit Intermodulation proposal to RAN4, and DoCoMo continue this experiment according to RAN4 decision. Mr. Heleine explained R4-99132 (Proposal for Intermod). [It was distributed as Tdoc028.] Working assumption: Inch+CW+Mod (up/down-side)

4.3 Measurement Procedure (TDD)

No discussion.

[Lunch break]

4.4 Logical Test Interface (FDD) [017, 019, 021, 025, 026]

Tdoc 025/026: presented by Mr. Kawabata. Q: What is the current status for working assumption?  A: Tdoc021 is the working assumption for T1/RF now. Conceptually we will use GSM loopback test method, but we have not merged it yet.

Tdoc019: Mr. Savolainen presented. New idea to absorb the differences between GSM and W-CDMA is presented.

Yokoyama asked to decide which Tdoc is selected as a baseline document. And how we can make a decision for this? Need to offline discussion.

(Offline meeting) [Discussion points]

Loopback signaling should be independent from normal signaling.

Existing GSM protocol is not enough(?), to be enhanced to meet with W-CDMA.

Need to clarify the set of test procedures

How to retrieve the result data from MS (Maybe GSM cloud do.)

Loopback point change is needed. (GSM supports it)

Dual mode: need to implement GSM loopback and W-CDMA?

[Coffee break]

Offline discussion: results were presented by Mr. Takami. Ericsson’s proposal is not clear for others. DoCoMo and HP will make a questionnaire list for Ericsson, and schedule proposal. After loopback baseline document will be decided, DoCoMo (any other contribution is welcome) will start study for Test SIM (ETSI  help is requested), register information and so on. Mr. Takami will make a report by Apr./2 Tdoc-029.

Tdoc017: presented by Mr. Mizoguchi. Tdoc R4-99146 was introduced as a reference. The concept of common measurement channels was agreed on in RAN4 #3meeting, but the contents are under discussion now. (This information was distributed as Tdoc030) Decision has not been made until the baseline document will be decided. Mr. Park pointed out the decision (baseline document) should be made before the next T1 meeting. 017 will be added automatically if we select 021 document as a baseline. Otherwise, we need to make a merge plan of Tdoc017 to baseline.

4.5 Logical Test Interface (TDD)

5. Liaison and output to other groups

No discussion.

6. Work plan and future meeting

The next T1 meeting will be held in April/13-15 in Paris. T1/RF SWG meeting will be held at the same time.

Yokoyama will present the current status of 4 documents. (Measurement Procedures [FDD/TDD], Logical Test Interface [FDD/TDD]) in T1 meeting. Schedule and deliverables will be discussed.

RAN4 will be held in May/10-12. Mr. Sood proposed we want to hold T1/RF meeting in May/13-14 (just after RAN4 meeting) in the same place. (Yokoyama makes a plan of the following meeting schedules so that the meeting schedule may be synchronized with RAN4 meeting.)

7. Any other business

Mr. Sood pointed out that Traceability is important for testing. Each testing should refer the document number or information of traceability. 

(Back to Agenda 4.4)

Tdoc029: presented by Mr. Takami. Action Items: Ericsson is requested to answer for Tdoc029 in the next week. And we will discuss using T1 reflector.; Mr. El Saigh pointed out we should consider TDD mode as well.; The bottom line to decide is that we have clarify the proposed method has an expandability to meet to W-CDMA.

Yokoyama requests to send delegates who can discuss in the T1 meeting for decision of loopback.

Close of the meeting

Yokoyama thanked Advantest, host for this meeting, and closed the meeting at 10:00 (April/2).
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
