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1	Opening of the meeting


The third TSG T1 SIG SWG meeting was held on 14 – 16 June 1999 in Miami, USA and was hosted by BellSouth, Conexant, Ericsson, Lucent, Motorola Satellite Communications, Nokia, Nortel Networks, Omnipoint Communications Services, Pacific Bell Wireless and Siemens.





Mr Dan Fox opened the meeting at 16.15


2	Agreement of the Agenda


Items 5, 6 and 7 have been discussed in a joint meeting with the RF SWG. Minutes of this meeting are available in a separate document.


ETSI will present two documents: T1-99074 and T1-99075 concerning 11.110 framework and PICS statement under agenda item 8.


3	Review of minutes of T1/SIG#2


ETSI raised a concern over the numbering given in Section 3. This numbering does not follow the 3GPP rules. It was agreed that we keep the current numbering as internal number until the numbering has been clarified.


Ms Salmeron will ask 3GPP for clarification on the specification number.


The minutes of T1/SIG #2 (T1S-99021) were agreed by the meeting.


4	Impact of G3G harmonisation on test items and schedule


It was agreed that the current schedule should stand, and be reviewed when the impact of harmonisation on the core specifications is known.


5	Review of proposed LS to TSG-N1 on specification of MM/CC (T1S-99022)


Mr Hu [ETSI] proposed that Q1 should use the term: version 3.0.0 instead of the term fixed. The meeting agreed to ask specifically about versions 2.0.0 and 3.0.0 timescales.


Mr Nakagomi agreed to make the change to T1S-99022 and issue the liaison statement.

9	Review of progress so far in defining Test Cases


9.1	T1-99074 (ETSI)


Ms Salmeron presented Tdoc T1-99074, Part 1: Protocol conformance specification. She noted that the official numbering of the document is incorrect (see above).


Mr Fox [Anritsu] asked about the use of auto-numbering on this document, as it forms the template for test authors. Mr Hu said that ETSI currently does not use auto-numbering because of maintenance problems. It was agreed that during the early editorial phase test authors should keep their sections in separate documents, where they could choose whether to use auto-numbering. The sections would be manually transferred to the main document when they were reasonably well defined.


The convenor asked if there were any contributions for section 7.2 (Layer-to-layer tests). As none were forthcoming, it was agreed that this section could now be deleted from the specification, and the subsequent section (RLC Testing) renumbered.


Mr Nakagomi asked for clarification on subheading numbering. It was agreed that a section author could change or create subheadings as necessary. Once the section has been agreed by T1/SWG, the revised subheadings would be transferred to the main document.


As the document has been revised, a new Tdoc number was issued (T1S-99026).


9.2	T1-99075 (ETSI)


Ms Salmeron also presented Tdoc T1-99075, Part 2: Implementation conformance statement. Again it was noted that the official number 11.110-2 is incorrect.


The document was edited during the meeting, and a new Tdoc number (T1S-99027) issued in order to track changes made during the meeting. These are recorded in the document using revision marks. The revised document will be discussed further with the RF SWG, and their comments recorded in a T1 Tdoc. The T1 Tdoc will be sent to TSG-T2 for informative purposes.


The revised document T1S-99027 was agreed.


9.3	T1S-99024 (DoCoMo)


Mr Nakagomi presented T1S-99024, Generic set up procedure. This document is presented for information and discussion only.


Mr Fox proposed that specification of generic procedures could be made in a heirarchical manner to simplify understanding and reduce duplication.


Mr Fox will produce a Tdoc submission before the next meeting to generate a more detailed explanation of the idea.


Mr Hu asked that the order of the MS and SS in the direction field of the tables be reversed to aid understanding.


This was agreed, and Mr Nakagomi will amend the tables accordingly.


Mr Hu asked if the specification could be kept at the level where only the messages are specified, and the message contents are defined in the TTCN. A concern was raised that this may prevent the –1 specification from being a stand-alone document. Further discussion on this issue was deferred for a future meeting.


9.4	T1S-99028 (Anritsu)


Mr Fox presented the MAC and RLC tests for information and discussion purposes only.


Mr Matisson commented that the section heading “Reference” should not be a separate heading, but included into the “Conformance Requirement” section. Also the Applicability section should be included for each test.


10	Other business


10.1	Next Meeting dates


The meeting hosted by HP in Edinburgh on 29 – 30 July was reaffirmed. It was agreed that a meeting in September is required by the group. The dates will be fixed in discussion with the RF SWG.
