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Introduction

This document proposes a way in which any test involving a combination of RF, EMC and signalling tests can be addressed by the existing working groups.  The process involves breaking the tests down into a series of states that can be addressed individually.

In general the handover/handoff tests and the cell selection/reselection tests can be broken down in to a series of steps.  These steps can take one of the following forms:

· Getting the MS or the test equipment into a known state

· Performing a particular parametric measurement

· Performing a particular functional test, (proactive)

· Waiting for a response or action from the MS (reactive)

Example, Cell selection:

1. Set SS downlink physical RF channel A to frequency x at level y

2. Set SS downlink physical RF channel B to frequency x’ at level y’

3. Set up BCCH on channel A with PLMN = ‘home’

4. Set up BCCH on channel B with PLMN = ‘allowed roaming PLMN’

5. Command the MS to power on and enter idle state

6. Wait for location updating on channel A, if no response after T secs then record failure

7. Check location updating correct, and record pass

If necessary a flow diagram can be created to show how the test can move from one step or state to another.  

These steps can then be attributed to one of the three disciplines represented by the working groups (RF, Sig, EMC).

Proposal

It is proposed that the working groups form adhoc meetings or conduct e-mail discussions as soon as possible, to agree the breakdown of tests in to steps and their respective ownership. 

It will also be necessary to agree the location of these combined tests, i.e. in which 3412x doc they will reside.  This will be a matter of judgement between the chairmen, however it is recommended that if they already have place holders that they remain in their current locations.

The editors can then add place holders for each step, i.e. using a simple description, as above, which can be easily substituted with the final text, when available.

Each SWG is then able to work independently on each step.

Where steps are common to several tests it may be appropriate to describe them in a common document such as 34.108. Common Reference Test Environment.

Outcome of first discussion

Following the first joint discussion on the subject between the chairmen, plus a few others, it was decided that before the next meeting in October we should generate as full a list of ‘combined RF and signalling’ tests as possible.

· These ‘combined RF and signalling’ tests fall in to the following categories.

· PLMN selection

· Cell selection and reselection

· Handover, hard/soft, FDD/TDD (possibly add place holders for 2G/3G)

· Location updating

· Measurement reporting

This activity will be co-ordinated by Mr Mattisson.  

Mr Mattisson also volunteered Ericsson to draft a proposal.
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
