Scope of meeting

1. To follow up on deliveries and to confirm the delivery schedule.


2. To define the contents of release ’99. We need to clarify the T1 contribution to release ’99. It has to be visible for T and SA what we aim to produce for rel ’99.


3. 3G products may differ a lot from the 2G telephones that we have seen so far. This raises the question in how far audio (and video) can (and should) be tested. As Audio and Video tests may not be part of the regulatory approvals of products, any testing will be ‘voluntary’. ETSI STQ (speech experts) have invited us to a meeting in Bern the 20th of October. We may further need to establish a common opinion with GSM Association on this issue.  


4. To clarify working methods.

Chairman’s input to meeting.
This is our fourth meeting. We have realized that we have to make a visible priority of work items. We have therefore tried to identify the customers of our conformance test specifications and their requirements.  We have divided our deliveries into what may be required for regulatory use and what may be required for the ‘marked approval’.

This meeting must focus on making it visible for everybody what we are / should be concentrating on. 

We now have chairmen for all 3 SWGs and I am happy to see that work is progressing on all fronts. We are, however, a new group and we still have to confirm our working methods.
