Scope of meeting

1. We need to clear up the logistics of TSG-T1 to prepare for release 1999. 
We must assure that the formats of the specifications intended to be part of release 1999 conform to the relevant 3GPP rules. A standardized status report will be used in the TSGs and we thus have to prepare inputs for this.
Furthermore, we must assure that the scopes of the deliverables are adequate and that the Terms of reference for each group are in line with the actual work of the groups. 


2. Prepare TSG-T1 for the next Millennium. Can we optimize the TSG-T1 internal structure to fit better to the future requirements to TSG-T1?
We should have an open discussion on how to structure TSG-T1 so we can cope with all the aspects of the multi-system/band/… 3G system.


Chairman’s input to meeting.
This is our fifth meeting. The time has come for 3GPP to make their first release. The exercise may reveal holes in the release procedures or indeed all together missing  procedures. TSG-T1 has, however, the possibility of delaying the release ’99 of some of our documents. It means that we must indicate to TSG-T and TSG-SA that we will release the ’99 versions in July’00. And it means that we must indicate exactly what the July version (versions 3) will contain.

When TSG-T1 documents or CRs are presented to TSG-T this may and should give raise to questions from the floor. It is therefore vital that a representative from the responsible SWG is present to answer those questions.

3GPP is developing and some areas have been / will be identified which need adjusting. Also the possible fading down of ETSI SMG will require the adoption of new and more work for 3GPP and also for TSG-T1. 3GPP is, so to say, a living organism and we need to monitor and adjust where required, to be sure that we function in an optimized way. 

Rapporteurs, please remember:

Cover sheets for all TSs and TRs!

At the last TSG SA#5 it was decided that TSs and TRs presented to TSGs shall contain a cover sheet detailing:

· An introduction and abstract of the presented document

· The reason for presentation (e.g. info, approval)

· Identification of any outstanding issues

· Identification of any contentious issues

Following that decision, ETSI MCC has generated the attached template (T1-99147) that rapporteurs shall attach to the TS/TR each time the document is submitted at T1 or T (especially for TSGs as version 1.0.0 and 2.0.0 for Info/Approval). This should also be used by the editors/rapporteurs at each stage of drafting to give a clear indication of the changes they have made since last submission and to be presented to TSGs. Once the spec is under Change Control (>= version 3.0.0), in theory, there are no more presentations of it as a specification, only CRs to the current approved version, so the CR cover sheets should cover this. It could be used for the development of a new Release (e.g. drafting towards version 4.0.0)
