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1. INTRODUCTION

ME revision information (SW version, HW version, revision level or date, etc.) is a fundamental information needed by all bodies (network operators, test houses, notified bodies, etc.) that have to cope with ME testing.

In GSM, no standard MMI procedures have been specified to display this information. As a result, each manufacturer implements a different MMI procedure to display ME revision information. This situation causes waste of time and resource, since bodies concerning with ME testing have to ask the manufacturer for the specific procedure, each time they have to test a new product, model by model.

2. NEED FOR STANDARD

The above-mentioned situation could be avoided in 3G with the introduction of a standard MMI procedure to display ME revision information.

The procedure could be similar to that specified in GSM 02.30 to present the IMEI of the Mobile Station (*#06#). It could be for example:

The output on the ME display could be one or more lines of information text, determined by the ME manufacturer, identifying SW version, HW version, revision level or date, or other pertinent information of the ME.

Test houses, network operators and notified bodies could have great benefits from this standardisation, indeed:

1. It shouldn’t anymore be necessary to ask the manufacturer for a specific procedure to obtain ME revision information model by model.

2. It could be possible to rapidly get ME revision information with a simple and standard MMI procedure.

3. PROPOSAL

Therefore TSG T WG1 would like TSG SA WG1 to introduce a standard MMI procedure to display ME revision information.
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
