Mr Soerensen briefly introduced the LS to RF and Sig groups, which he had drafted and circulated as per the Action Point of the last meeting. It would be discussed in the joint meeting that would be held the next day (8/12)

· T docs 46, +49,+ 50,+ 53

The above documents were all discussed during the review of E46, which was the last draft of 34.124 v.1.2.1. The comments from Panasonic outlined in Tdocs 49 & 53 were rejected. Basically two reasons were given:

1. The proposal from Panasonic to include additional testing was not in alignment with the agreement reached in the Kobe meeting

2. It would add additional cost to manufacturers testing budget without bringing any additional value to the product.

A more in depth response would be prepared by the delegates of Nokia and Ericsson to explain in more detail the above reasons and sent to Panasonic as well as distributed on the email reflector

Action point: Response to be drafted and circulated by above-mentioned parties to Panasonic as well as on the email reflector (T doc E58).

Some changes were made to 34.124 and a new version with the number 34.124 v.1.2.2 created. This would be circulated and put on the 3GPP server for comment by the next meeting.

· Tdoc 51, 52

The preliminary draft (E51) of the Technical Report incorporating Table T1 was presented by the convenor. Thanks to the skill of Mr. Hanson the table itself had been inserted properly in the draft. Changes were made and the document updated by Mr. Soerensen. The group then approved the document for presentation to T1. 

The new work item request (E52) was also changed to be aligned with the requirements of the technical working procedures of 3GPP (Article 39). Four supporting companies were added as well as the name of the rapporteur (Mr. Fenn).

6. Progress report

TSG-T WG1 EMC Work Plan E55

The work plan and a new meeting schedule were then discussed. It was decided not to advance 34.124 to version 2 as there were still some outstanding issues (e.g. call set up) which had to be resolved and incorporated before the document was complete.

The convenor would present the meeting results and progress of work to the T1 plenary that would be held on Thursday 9th December.
