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<Introduction and summary>

In March 2000, T2 and its SWG6 successfully completed the UE Capability Requirements report TR21.904 which was approved in TSG-T Plenary in March in Madrid as Version 3.0.0.    Now SWG6 has to plan for the future work for UCR.   Although T2-SWG6 proposed, and T2 and TSG-T agreed with, the future work plan with regard to UE Capability Requirement report last year, and at the March TSG-T Plenary a Release 00 of UCR was planned, the situation surrounding this issue has changed a lot.

At this T2 Meeting, SWG6 and T2 have decided to ask TSG-T to approve the following T2 decisions at the June meeting

1. that the Release 99 of UCR should be maintained until the December 2000 TSG-T Plenary, with possible maintenance beyond end of 2000 to be re-visited at the T2 meeting of November; and 
2. that it is not currently envisaged that a Work Item will be generated for the Release 00 of the UCR. 
(This may mean the work of RAN2 on the TR25.926 should be used for further future work in the area of UE Capabilities Requirements, and for any T1 work on 34.123-2.)

TSG-T2 is sending this LS to T1 and cc to R2 to inform them of the T2 actions and decisions in this area.

<Background >
The following is an extract of the proposals which were made by T2 (SWG6) in TSG-T#5 in October 1999 in Kyongju and sent to all 3GPP WGs (TP-99209).

1. TSG T requests each working group to review version 1.0.0 of the TCR report (attached to TP-99209) paying close attention to the sections of the annexe(s) that relate(s) to its own core specifications, and to identify any inconsistencies between the TCR report and the working groups’ own specifications. Each working group is then asked to send a Liaison Statement highlighting if and where changes are appropriate to the TCR. 
2. TSG T expects to approve at its December 1999 meeting TCR report version 3.0.0 for release ’99,. (Subsequently approved at the March TSG-T meeting).
3. T2 intends to maintain the TCR report up to and including version 4.X.X for release 2000, at which time the situation regarding maintenance will be reviewed. 
4. TSG T will update the release version (3.X.X) of the TCR report at each T plenary meeting taking into account any required changes identified by other working groups. 

<Discussion and Rationale >
However, since that time, a number of changes in the situation have occurred, which generates issues that should be taken into account as follows.

The Core Specifications documents did not fully stabilise by December 1999, and changes are expected through the June TSG Plenaries, thereby continuing to necessitate a mechanism for continued updating of the UCR to stay in alignment with the changes in the Core Specifications.

Additionally, the T1 SWG-SIG has been basing its work on the document TS34.123-2 ICS Implementation  Conformance Statement on the UCR, and it is important that continuity of UCR be maintained, with a smooth transfer to accommodate any planned changes. TS 34.123-2  “Mobile Station (MS) Conformance Specification, Part 2 – ICS Implementation Conformance Statement” contains a list of capabilities which T1 would link to “T2’s list of Terminal Capabilities Requirements contained in TS 21.904”.   ref. TP-99225 “DRAFT report from TSG-T#5 meeting” 
Also, the original intention of the report to define the minimum set of UE capability requirements is being addressed by R2 in  “UE Radio Access Capabilities” TR25.926 as well as by GSMA ISG in “Typical Radio Parameter sets” document (TP-000048, 49). The LS from RAN2 (R2-000666 from the Feb 28 R2#11 meeting, TP-00038, T2-000179) states that it is R2’s opinion that T1 should base certain conformance testing on the 25.926 UE Radio Access Capabilities, as quoted below - 

“A set of UE radio access capability parameters has been defined in TR-25.926. In addition a set of UE capability classes (UE radio access capability parameter combinations) have been defined. It has been decided to use these parameters and classes in the following way:

· It is the TSG-R2 opinion that TSG-T1 should use the UE capability classes as a basis when defining conformance tests against certain combinations of reference RAB configurations through the UTRA protocol stack. “

<T2 Decisions >

After carefully assessing the situation as described above, TSG-T WG2 and its SWG6 have decided, and asked  TSG-T to  approve the following decisions – 

1. That TR21.904 UCR Release 99 be continued to be kept updated with Core specification changes and other changes as necessitated for editorial purposes and feedback from the 3GPP working groups, until the December 2000 TSG-T Plenary meeting. 

2. That, at its November 2000 meeting, T2 will assess the feasibility of freezing the Release 99 TR subsequent to the December 2000 TSG-T Plenary, versus the necessity of further maintenance in 2001, and make a recommendation to the TSG-T December 2000 Plenary.

3. That it is not currently envisaged that there will be a new work item generated, related to TR21.904 UCR for Release 2000. 
(This may mean that TSG-T1 base further work on 34.123-2, beyond the TR21.904 R99 work, on the TR25.926 from R2.)

TSG-T2 is sending this LS to T1 and cc to R2 to inform them of the above T2 actions and decisions.
