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Opening of the meeting

The meeting was hosted by Anritsu Limited, and took place in.

1 Agreement of the Agenda

Several documents were added to the agenda, and discussions on Radio Bearer related CRs were moved to Wednesday afternoon to accommodate the time-scales for the decision on the document by GSMA.

The discussion on TS 34.123-2 was set for an ad-hoc meeting on Monday evening where parties interested in that document could attend.

The agenda was agreed.

2 Review and acceptance of minutes of SIG SWG #11, Harpenden, UK

Mr Nielsen reminded the meeting that at the previous TST-T meeting concerns were raised by TSG-T3 over the USIM parameter sets in TS 34.108. T3 agreed to review the parameter sets and make comments to T1 before the next T1 meeting. So far no comments have been received. It was agreed that the update to the USIM parameter sets for agreement at this meeting should be forwarded to TSG-T3 for comment.

The meeting minutes were accepted.

3 Liaison statements

Clarifications were made as to the nature of the problem as regards complexity in the System Simulator. The chairman asked if there were currently any other test cases that required more than 2 receivers, and it was confirmed that currently none existed. ETSI commented that the maximum number of PRACH may have increased to 16. R&S agreed to check this, but as it is editorial only, this change could be made later. The LS was agreed.

It was clarified that the timer accuracy specified in 34.108 was intended for observational errors – particularly arising from indeterminate delays through the system. The UE tolerances should be derived only from the core specifications, and if they are not specified there, then this is an issue for the relevant TSG.

The LS was agreed.

Changes to clauses 4.2.2.4 and 4.2.2.5 relate only to T1/SIG and were agreed. Changes to clauses 5.1.2.1 and 5.1.2.2 were agreed but require the agreement of T1/RF.

Clause 5.2 changes relate mainly to T1/RF. A minor editorial correction was noted: Table 1 heading needs to refer to FDD mode.

Ericsson observed that a CR is needed to make the table numbering in the specification consistent.

Changes to clause 5.4 were agreed, but Anite suggested that the tables for FDD and TDD should be split into separate sub-clauses for clarity.

AP: Anite will modify the CR to make the identified editorial changes (except table numbering) for presentation during the SIG/RF/EMC joint meeting.

Anritsu asked from more time to review the test cases, but acknowledged that if they are not approved in this meeting, their inclusion into 34.123-1 will be delayed until the next T1 meeting. It was agreed that Anritsu will review the test cases and make any necessary changes in a revised document. This will be briefly reviewed on Wednesday afternoon for agreement.

The document was edited by ETSI and presented again on Wednesday. It was accepted that the test cases were still not complete, and in particular the Radio Bearers to be used in the test cases need to be identified and thoroughly checked to ensure that the test case is feasible. However, it was felt that the test cases should be CR’ed into 34.123-1 to give visibility of what tests are being developed. The CR was agreed.

The default should be that the commands are displayed on the User Interface of the SS and carried out manually by a test operator.

AP: Anritsu will prepare a description of the electrical interface for the EMMI and provide this on the reflector for review by other test equipment manufacturers. Ericsson agreed to raise a CR to 34.109 for submission to RAN-2 based on this electrical interface description.

The definition of data primitives (clause 2 table 1) was not agreed. Anritsu requested that the primitives should follow the convention defined by RAN2 as closely as possible. This was supported by R&S.

AP: ETSI to replace the data primitives with the MCI proposal (T1S-000111r2a) (an update has been provided by MCI) and add the Cell ID to the parameters.

The inclusion of the frame number into primitives in both the upward and downward direction is to be reviewed by test equipment manufacturers, and comments posted to the reflector.

The definition of MAC control primitives (clause 2 table 2): The CMAC_MAC_HEADER_* primitives need to be reviewed when the MAC tests are revised. Anritsu believed that these primitives are not needed, and will cause significant control problems in the MAC layer if implemented.

RLC Control primitives: ETSI need to review the inclusion of RB information in CRLC-CONFIG-REQ. It was suggested that the only RB information needed is the RB ID. Also the Cell ID needs to be added to all the other configuration primitives.

MCI pointed out that some CRs to RRC/RLC specs have required that additional information is sent to the RLC for TM (e.g. Segmentation info, RLC discard info). This information is present in the detail, but needs to be clarified so it is in a form consistent with the core specs.

CPHY primitives: It was agreed by consensus to adopt an approach based on 25.331 and the MCI proposal in T1S-000111r2a. Where information required to configure the SS is not available from 25.331 IEs, then that information will be aligned with IEs defined in 25.433.

AP: ETSI will update the CPHY primitive definitions using the latest 25.331 ASN.1 MCI will check the 331 based parameters against the ETSI primitives and identify any parameters that are missing from their document. These will be put into primitives aligned with ETSIs 25.433 based proposal. This work should be circulated on the reflector by 8/9/00.

ETSI explained the purpose of the document:

1. A proforma where the UE manufacturer can declare what features he has implemented in order to decide what test cases should be applied.

2. Show the applicability of each test case so that for a given set of UE features it can be determined which test cases are required.

The chairman summarised the history of the document and the problems experienced in trying to map UE functionality to implementation of features in the core specifications given the flexibility of 3GPP.

This document was the subject of considerable discussion. It was agreed that the document should not attempt to:

· Say what features are optional or essential in the UE – this is outside of the scope of T1.

· Mandate what test cases should or should not be applied to a UE.

Taking these concerns into account, two options were proposed.

Option 1:

The document should be continued in its present form, but with the following modifications:

a) The tables in Annex A should have the “Status” column removed.

b) With the removal of the Status, the conditions at the foot of each table become redundant, and should also be removed.

c) The references to test cases being “Essential (E)” or “Optional (O)” should be changed to “Recommended”.

The effect of these changes is to alter the document from appearing to mandate features or the applications of tests to being a guide provided by test case authors as to the intended applicability of their test cases.

Option 2:

The document should be discontinued and the tables split as follows:

a) The tables in Annex B are copied without the applicability column into an annex in TS 34.123-1.

b) The tables in annex A and B are moved (without the “status” column) to be design documentation in TS 34.123-3.

Although this option ends up with the Annex B tables largely duplicated in different documents, the key applicability tables would be included in with the prose specification with which they are heavily tied.

After much discussion, the meeting reached consensus that option 1 was preferred, with the following additional editorial changes:

· The columns “support” and “mnemonic” would also be removed from the Annex A tables as these are not relevant to the document.

· The comments in the conditional expressions at the foot of the Annex B table should be removed as they are redundant with the comments in the table above.

· The applicability tables in Annex B should be moved to the main body of the document (Clause 5), and above the tables in Annex A. This reflects the altered focus of the document in providing applicabilities for test cases – with the tables in Annex A being back-up information for determining applicability.

ETSI (Lidia Salmeron) agreed to try to make the changes for the SIG/RF/EMC joint meeting where the document would be presented for joint agreement. If agreed at this meeting it will be presented for agreement to TSG-T1 as version 2.
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
