1.
Opening of the meeting

The first TSG GERAN WG4 meeting was held on 12-14 September 2000 in Sophia Antipolis (France) and was hosted by ETSI.

Mr Recouvreux opened the meeting on Tuesday at 9.30 and asked the delegated to introduce themselves.

2.
Adoption of the agenda

The proposed agenda (G4-000001) was presented and several comments were made.

Ms Salmeron asked if the PICS document was going to be treated during the plenary. Mr Recouvreux said that the document will be treated during the plenary and subgroups.

Mr Fenn (Samsung Electronic) noted that we should have some kind of "joint document" with T1 to give some guidance to manufacturers on where to find the different test cases. He questioned if we need a new work item to create a kind of guidance document to help manufacturers on the way to proceed. He proposed to create a new agenda item "Consolidated new documentation between 2G-3G systems" to discuss this issue. This agenda item will be discussed on Thursday to allow time to think about it.

The issue of the GSM/UMTS dual mode terminals will also be treated during the plenary.

It was also noted that information  from the GCF is also needed in this group. Mr Schulze (Mannesmann) said that this will be considered in the Steering Group meeting at 17-18 October. 

The agenda was agreed as G4-000097.

(*) Mr Recouvreux took the opportunity to discuss about the organisation of the work with GERAN and MSG.

Mr Ake Busin (convenor of GERAN WG3 and chairman of the GSM subgroup in MSG) said that he does not see too much relation to MSG, only some communication is needed in case we need to generate some changes to the HS (since 13.xx is under the responsibility of MSG). GERAN4 has the responsibility of MS tests specifications. He thinks there is not need of official report to MSG. MSG has a subgroup to deal with GSM issues. For the moment, all the HS are under voting, so there is no further action required, but in the future the group will work as a drafting group to issue the next amendment to the HS (to include EDGE, for example). 

The discussion on the issue was closed at this time but it will be reopened later during the meeting.

It seems that there is no need of official report to MSG. In principle, the vice-chairman is needed to replace Mr Recouvreux in the GERAN meeting.

The issue of collocating our meeting with GERAN meeting was discussed during the meeting. Mr Recouvreux explained that the GERAN plenary is meeting on Mondays and Fridays, while the working groups meet during Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. He has been suggested that GERAN4 could meet as the same time as the others GERAN working groups. Nevertheless, the meeting did not found it feasible, because 3 days are not enough for all the GERAN4 subgroups to meet. Additionally, potential hosts for GERAN meeting may have difficulties in organising meetings with so many different subgroups.

The meeting agreed that for the time being we prefer to meet separately from GERAN, and we will report to the GERAN plenary on Monday.

According with this decision, the function of the vice-chairman would be to report to the GERAN plenary if that Mr Recouvreux is not able to attend the meeting. 

Mr Recouvreux said to the meeting that Anite contacted him to propose Mr Beard as vice-chairman. The meeting agreed with this and Mr Beard was appointed vice-convenor of GERAN WG4.

The document were allocated as indicated in Tdoc G4-000096. The document was agreed.

It was noted that Tdocs G4-000096 and G4-000097, that are not included in the list, will be treated under agenda item 7.

G4-000095: ToR of GERAN and its working groups

Mr Recouvreux presented this document containing the Terms of Reference of the GERAN plenary and GERAN working groups.

GP-000277: ToR of GERAN approved by the OP meeting in July. 

GP-000285: ToR of WG1 - Radio layer 1 specifications

GP-000279: ToR of WG2 - Layer 2 specifications 

GP-000280: ToR of WG3 - Base station testing

GP-000281: ToR of WG4 - Terminal Testing

In this last document, it is specificed that GERAN WG4 has responsibility for:

· Conformance test specifications for testing of all aspects of GERAN terminals

· Liaising with other TSGs to ensure overall co-ordination.

Mr Beard asked if NAS aspects are covered within our scope, since these are not treated in the other groups of GERAN. Mr Recouvreux said that his understanding is that they are included, according to the sentence "Conformance test specifications for testing of all aspects of GERAN terminals". 

Our understanding is that GERAN4 is not responsible for the HS anymore. We will wait for MSG to request any help. Formally, GERAN4 cannot draft HS since this is not relevant for non-European delegates.

Ms Salmeron noted that it has to be clarified how to deal with the common areas between T1 and GERAN4 (e.g. MM, CC, dual mode terminals...). It seems that things are not very clear on this area. GERAN4 considered that T1 should do the dual-mode tests and we can refer to 34.123-1 in our 11.10. GERAN4 will not work on the dual-mode handover tests, we will review the tests if they are made available to us.

Taking into account that some test cases are been drafted under the responsibility of T1 and as the meeting didn't find a way forward on this issue, we will not work on the dual mode terminal except that we have inputs from T1.

The document was noted.

G4-000017: Draft GSM 11.10-2 v0.0.2 for R00

Ms Salmeron presented this new draft of the PICS document. She explained that this draft includes all the input documents related to PICS that were agreed by SMG7.

Mr Recouvreux introduced Mr Stolle from Cetecom. He is the expert from Task 171 that will update the 11.10-2 to R00. The work is planned to be done within the next 6 months. The idea is that Mr Stolle will present a first draft to the next GERAN4#2 meeting and the comments received will be included in the final version that will be presented to GERAN4 #3 for approval. Mr Recouvreux noted that even if there is an expert working on this document, the meeting will have to review it to guarantee that he is working in a good basis. 

Nokia asked if GERAN4 is capable to specify a test as mandatory. Mr Recouvreux noted that there are two levels of "mandatory"; a requirement can be mandatory according to the core specifications but not be mandatory according to the European regulations (for example). It was agreed to replace "M" in Annex B by "A" with the meaning "applicable - the test case is applicable".  Some explanatory text will be include in Annex B.

It was clarified that the intention is to remove the applicability table in 11.10-1 and include all the information in annex B of 11.10-2.

This document will be reallocated to RF and SIG subgroup for review.

G4-000049: Revision of Proposed guidelines for a paperless meeting for GERAN WG4

Mr Schulze presented some modifications to the paperless meeting rules to adapt them to the new GERAN4 group. It was noted that the document number described was not right. Mr Schulze corrected this in document G4-000106 which was agreed. Nevertheless, this document was revised again in G4-000141, after some discussions in section 14 of this report.

Tdocs G4-000077 to 80 are forwarded to the GPRS drafting group. 

G4-000038: CR to 11.10-1 on Addition of PCS 1900 to 11.10-1 s40, s41 and s42

This document contain all the changes necessary to include PCS 1900 to the GPRS sections of 11.10-1. This document will be treated by the signalling subgroup.

8.
Any other business for the Plenary

With the transference of SMG7 to TSG GERAN WG4, all the specifications belonging to R00 have been renamed as 51.010. The actual situation of our specifications is:

It was noted that the scope of GERAN4 is to produce TS. The "translation" into ENs will be done by MSG.

Mr Beard was concerned about people being confused on the specification to use. It was clarified that the only updated version of the conformance test specification is in document 51.010 v4.0.1. Nevertheless, Ms Salmeron will ask Mr Meredith to have this clear on the server.

AP1.1: Ms Salmeron to ask Mr Meredith to update the "readme" file in the 3GPP so that it is clear which version is the latest updated.

Mr Schulze was concerned about 11.10-4. GERAN4 is in charge of this specification but the subgroup in charge of the technical group to update it did not seem very clear. Ms Salmeron got some information from Mr Sanders concerning 11.10-4. T3 is taking care of the technical modifications to 11.10-4. Some CRs are presented at this meeting. Their intention is to present a CR at the next meeting to upgrade 11.10-4 to R99. Further, in the future T3 will propose to take back the full responsibility of 11.10-4. 

Mr Recouvreux noted that some time ago there was a LS to SMG9 asking to keep all this test in 11.10 in order to keep consistency. 

Participant list: It was agreed to use the participant list with 3 columns indicating the participation to the subgroups. All the delegated are asked to indicate in which groups they intent to participate.

9.
Report from the EDGE and GPRS drafting groups

G4-000102: EDGE status report

Mr Dunne, convenor of the EDGE drafting group presented the document. He explained that the meeting has met only once since the last SMG7. For the moment, the activity is focused in the draft of the EGPRS RF test cases. The EGPRS test mode is being discussed but no decision yet. The COMPACT tests are being drafted by Nokia; there is a lack of expertise in the EDGE group on this subject. There is no further activities in the signalling test since the group only has RF experts. It was agreed to report this to the plenary in a LS that was drafted in Tdoc G4-000138 and agreed.

AP1.2: Ms Salmeron to send the LS.

Mr Dunne said that the 700 MHz has been introduced in the core specification at the last TSG GERAN. The group would like to have some guidance whether to include this in 11.10. It seems that there is a possibility that some portion the 700MHz band may be made available in Europe at some future date. GERAN4 agreed to include this in our test if is has been included in the core specification. Companies shall volunteer to do this.

The next meeting will be at the same time as next GERAN4. It will be a 3 day meeting and it will be chaired by Mr Ilya Gonorovsky (Motorola).
The report from the EDGE drafting group was noted.

Mr Recouvreux noted that he would like the reorganise the meeting in a different way. To have the subgroups (including EDGE and GPRS drafting groups) at the begining of the week and the plenary at the end. Mr Dunne noted that some of the delegates from the EDGE subgroup would like to joint the RF subgroup, what may be a problem. It didn't seem feasible to merge EDGE and RF subgroup.

G4-000136: Report from the GPRS subgroup

Mr Ronbeck presented the report. He explained that some information about the closure of SMG and new organisation of the group was given. 

The Test Mode CR that the GPRS group wrote at the last meeting was approved and is now part of 04.14 version 6.2
A LS was received from the GSMA asking for Clarification on GPRS Class C device test cases. He said that the question was not really related to class C mobiles but to GPRS only mobiles. The GPRS only mobile is not defined anyway in the core specification. At the moment, the GPRS RF tests are organised in the way that all the CS RF tests are run and only some additional RF test are added for GPRS. If only GPRS mobiles are made available on the market some RF test cases will have to be drafted and this will have to be done in a voluntary basis, as usual. 

Some clarification was given on the meaning of the different classes of GPRS mobiles (defined in 02.60):

· Class A:  the mobile is fully operable in GPRS and CS

· Class B: the mobile attach to GPRS or CS at the same time, watching the paging for both classes, but information transfer cannot be done in both modes at the same time.

· Class C: the mobile can attach to GPRS or CS but not at the same time. It was clarified that a only GPRS mobile would be a kind of restricted class C mobile.

Mr Schulze asked if some more tests have been drafted at this session. Mr Ronbeck clarified that only one new test case was drafted they are mainly maintaining the previous test cases.

Mr Ronbeck said that it is difficult to find what it is mandatory and what it is optional. This 

As it was not possible to see the CRs from the GPRS subgroup in the signalling subgroup, they were reviewed in the plenary. All the CR are included in G4-000137 and approved. The list of all these CR is included in the report from the GPRS subgroup.

The CRs included in G4-000137 corresponds to the following GPRS Tdocs: 2, 3, 10, 16, 19, 21, 22, 39, 44, 45, 46, 47, 48, 49, 50, 51, 52, 53, 56, 57, 58, 59, 60.

AP1.3: For this time Ms Salmeron will allocate an individual GERAN4 number for every CR.

The organisation of the drafting group will be discussed in future meeting,

Mr Schulze noted that it will be very convenient to identify the test cases impacted by the CRs so that it can be easily identified if there are changes to validated test cases in the GCF. Ms Salmeron noted that in this case, some official input is needed from GCF, and on the other hand GCF could checked the output of this group to see if there are changes to validated test cases. This issue will be discussed again under agenda item 20 (AOB).

10.
Consolidation of new documentation between 2G and 3G systems.

G4-000107: Consolidated document of 2G and 3G tests
Mr Fenn presented the document and the explained that it would be very useful to have an index for implementers, test houses, etc. that could give some guidance on where to find the test cases for 2G-3G terminals.

Mr Recouvreux noted that the terms 2G and 3G are not used in the specs. They should be read GERAN and UTRAN.

Some days were allow for the delegated to consider the proposal. The document was discussed again on Thursday.

It was noted that to do this document would suppose a collaboration between T1 and GERAN4. If we decided to do this work, a new work item would have to be defined, therefore, 4 companies would have to support it.

Mr Beard asked about the progress of the 3G test specs. Ms Salmeron informed that all the spec has been approved. T1 is mainly responsible for the following specifications

· 34.121 - RF tests for FDD

· 34.122 - RF tests for TDD

· 34.123-1 - Signalling test 

· 34.123-2 - ICS and applicability table

· 34.123-3 - TTCN test

· 34.108 - Common test environment

· 34.109 - Logical test interface (to be transferred to RAN2)

Mr Recouvreux said that we should clarify with GERAN the scope on the dual mode. The meeting agreed that Mr Recouvreux will raise the question of the dual mode terminals to the GERAN plenary. There has been a need identified to have a common document mapping the test  between GERAN and UTRAN.

AP1.4: Mr Recouvreux to request clarification to GERAN on the dual mode terminals responsibility.

It was noted that nobody from Sony was present at the meeting to present document G4-000094. This document was treated by the RF subgroup.

Presentation and acceptance of the report from RF subgroup

The report from the RF subgroup is included in G4-000132. This report was presented and accepted by the RF subgroup and by GERAN4.

It was clarified that at the last meeting R&S took and action point to update an annex with test cases related to a new reference sensitivity level. This action is still open.

The report from the RF subgroup is included in Annex D of this report for convenience.

Future Meetings and organization

Mr Recouvreux suggested to re-organize the meeting so that more delegates have the opportunity to attend the plenary meeting. This means the creation of two new subgroups:

- GPRS subgroup

- EDGE subgroup

The GERAN4 meetings will consist of four subgroup (RF, Signalling, GPRS and EDGE) meeting plus a plenary session. One single numbering system will be used for all the subgroups.

The idea is that the subgroup will meet at the beginning of the week and the plenary the end of the week. The starting date of the meeting will depend on the workload. In order to easily identify which group shall treat every CR, the title of CRs must indicate the section number and a descriptive sentence in subject field.

The EDGE subgroup will start as early as possible in the week, so that delegates can also attend the second day of the RF subgroup.

Normally, the signalling and RF subgroup will start on Tuesday and the plenary on Thursday.

It was noted that this new organisation reduces the possibilities to meet together with T1 and GERAN.

G4-000033: CR to 11.10-1 on clause 31.4.2.1.2.1. Correction to MPTY Auxiliary states.

Anite proposed to modify the auxiliary state for call A-C to "Call in MPTY". It was explained that this CR has been raised due to the observed behaviour of MSs and that the test case is not yet validated in the GCF.

Mr Recouvreux noted that "Call held" has been used in one part of the CR (modification to the step 6 of the expected sequence), while in the reason for change it is said " Call for MPTY".

Some off-line review was done by Anite, Alcatel and 7 Layers to check that the CR was in line with the core specifications. The result from this review was that step 6 of the expected sequence is wrongly specified in the CR. Additionally, it was noted that changes in the CR were partly covered by CRs in Tdocs G4-000064, G4-000065 and G4-000066 proposed by Setcom.

Anite, Setcom, Alcatel and 7 Layers met together and produced a merged version of all these CR in G4-000119 that was finally agreed.

G4-000034: CR to 11.10-1 on clause 31.4. Problem with test for call state U0

Anite explained that thanks to comments on the reflector, the CR has been modified and it will be later presented in G4-000108.

G4-000035: Request for clarification of MPTY Call Clearing in 11.10-1 clause 31.3.3.1.2

Anite asked some clarification in the description made in GSM 02.84 (3GPP TS 22.084, under responsibility of SA1) about the managing of a single call and a held MPTY. 

Mr Recouvreux asked delegates to check the core specifications to identify if we are able to answer the question or if a LS is necessary. The issue was postponed  until Thursday.

On Thursday no one could give clarification on the issue. It is possible that there is an ambiguity in 04.84. Companies are requested to investigate the issue with their experts and to discuss in on the e-mail reflector. If no clarification is found, a LS will be raised.

Mr Beard would be interested on how individual manufacturers implement this issue. The impact of this ambiguity is that there may be some tests for multiparty that may not be correct.

AP1S.1: GERAN4 to discuss the ambiguity in 02.84 on the reflector.

It was noted that in the request there is a reference to 02.84 version 5.0.0. Later releases of this specification exist.

Ms Salmeron informed that a summary of all the specifications belonging to Release 1999 of 3GPP can be found in TS 21.101 v3. This specification is available on the reflector at:

G4-000036: CR to 11.10-1 on Test case 31.4.3.1.3 – Incorrect name for timer T in Test Purpose statement

Anite proposed to change the timer T(HoldMPTY) to T(RetrieveMPTY). It was noted that there is an inconsistency between the conformance requirement referred in the test. The reference to the conformance requirement should be 04.84, 1.3.1.1. The CR was revised and agreed as G4-000109.

G4-000037: CR to 11.10-1 on Test cases 31.4.3.4 and 31.4.3.5 – Additional call in foreseen final state of the MS.

Anite proposed to delete the reference to a call that is not used during the test. It was noted that G4-000051 contains a CR covering the same area. As the changes in G4-000051 do not contradict the changes proposed by Anite, the CR in G4-000037 was agreed.

G4-000051: CR to 11.10-1 on TC 31.4.3.5 - Corrections of the Method of test according to the core specification GSM 04.84

7 Layers proposed the same changes to TC 31.4.3.5 as in G4-000051 plus some editorial corrections and a modification in the expected sequence. The CR was agreed.

Mr Beard (Anite) noted that in one of the test cases, there is a duplication of the initial conditions. He volunteered to produce a CR to fix this in G4-000110.

G4-000050: CR to 11.10-1 on TC 31.4.3.1.2 - Alignment of Expected Sequence with the Test procedure description

7 Layers proposed to extend the sending of a FACILITY message containing the transaction identifiers for call A-C. The CR was agreed.

G4-000067: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction for draft testcase 31.4.2.1.3

Mr Beard noted that this issue was raised by 7 Layers in Tdoc 7-00-188. According with the decision at the previous SMG7, this changed have been taken into account in Tdoc G4-000108 from Anite. The CR was postponed to the review of G4-000108.

The same situation applies to CRs in G4-000068 and G4-000069.

G4-000070: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction for draft testcase 31.4.3.1.1

Setcom proposed to correct a wrong reference in a note. The CR was agreed.

G4-000071: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction for draft testcase 31.4.3.1.2

Setcom proposed to correct the references in the conformance requirement and in the initial conditions. The CR was agreed.

G4-000072: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction for draft testcase 31.4.3.1.3

Setcom proposed similar changed to G4-000071. Anite noted that some of  these changes are proposed in G4-000109, but as the change in the conformance requirement is the same in both CRs there is no problem in the implementation of the CR. The CR in G4-000072 was agreed.

G4-000073: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction for draft testcase 31.4.3.2

Setcom proposed to correct the reference in the initial conditions. The CR was agreed.

G4-000074: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction for draft testcase 31.4.3.3

7 Layers requested some time for review. The CR was postponed.

After the review the document was rejected since there is no MMI command available to implement the CR. 

G4-000075: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction for draft testcase 31.4.3.4

Setcom presented the document. Anite noted that two of the proposed changes are covered by other documents: G4-000037 covers the change to the foreseen final state and G4-000108 covers the changes to the expected sequence but with an alternative proposal. Consequently, it was decided that only the change to the initial conditions will be considered valid. The CR will be reviewed in G4-000113.

G4-000076: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction for draft testcase 31.4.3.5

Setcom presented the document. It was noted that the deletion of the duplication in the initial condition was also covered by G4-000110 that was therefore withdrawn. The review of G4-000076 is postponed until review of 108. The changes in the initial conditions (deletion of duplication and correction of reference) will be kept in G4-000114.

G4-000108: CR to 11.10-1 on clause 31.4. Problem with test for call state U0 

Anite proposed to modify the event log to expect a RELEASE COMPLETE message with cause #81 "invalid transaction identifier value" in response to a STATUS ENQUIRY after releasing a call. The changes in the CR were revised in detail.

Nokia asked why the release complete shall send cause value #81. It was clarified that this is stated in clause 8.3 of 04.08.

The CR was agreed. As consequence, G4-000067, G4-000068 and G4-000069 are withdrawn since all these changes are covered by G4-000108.

Clarification on how to fill in the CR cover page:

The signalling subgroup agreed with the following rules:

· to tick all the releases impacted by the CR, even if we only have one document for all the releases.

· CR should be made to 51.010 version 4.0.1 for this meeting.

· the plenary meeting to which the CRs are presented is GERAN

G4-000039: CR to 11.10-1 Test case 31.3.1.4 - Additions to test procedure.

Anite proposed to add two new test procedure to cover completely the test purpose. The CR was agreed. It was noted that R00 shall be ticked in the cover page.

G4-000040: CR to 11.10-1 Test case 31.3.1.5 - Additions to test procedure

The same situation as before. The CR was agreed.

G4-000081: CR to 11.10-1 on Alignment of the AoC test case with the specification

TSG T3 proposed to change the description of the test case to align it with 02.24. Mr Recouvreux noted that this is a test in section 27, very old and belonging to the old type approval. This test purpose is also tested in two other tests in section 31 that are in line with it He also noted that the opposite change was made some time ago after some interpretation of the core specifications. Alcatel had the opinion that the time proposed is not enough for the MS to disconnect the call. This opinion was shared by the meeting, considering the CAI settings in the test. 

Regarding the change to the definition and applicability section, the meeting considered that the change was not precise enough. The sentence was rewritten to: "...no further outgoing calls and charged incoming calls...".

The document was revised in G4-000120. It was checked that 31.6.2.4 and 31.6.2.5 are in line with the proposed new changes. The CR was agreed.

G4-000086: CR to 11.10-1 on clause 26.10.2.1, alignment of specific message contents with the core specifications

Nokia suggested to withdrawn the document since the changes proposed are also included in G4-000112. G4-000086 was withdrawn.

G4-000112: CR to 11.10 test 26.10.2.1 (E-GSM or R-GSM signalling / RR / Measurement): mismatching value and use of the Extension Indication about the BCCH channel list, and inconsistencies in the measurement report list of ARFCNs.

The CR proposed two types of changes:

- The alignment of System Information Type 5 description with the core specification

- The serving BCCH frequency (ARFCN = 002) shall be removed from the measurement report list of pending ARFCNs

Anite presented the changes to these three sections in three different files. 

· Changes to section 40: Only the power level parameters are specific for GPRS, the other values have been taken from the PCS 1900 specification.

· Changes to section 41: Mainly addition of PICS/PIXIT

· Changes to section 42: Mainly addition of PICS/PIXIT and changes in specific message content. Additionally, there is a change in the packet system information Type 2 in step 2.

Ms Salmeron asked to split the CR into three separate Tdoc to avoid problems when producing the pdf versions for presentation to the plenary. The document was revised in G4-000122, G4-000124 and G4-000125.
