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Introduction

The 2nd GCF 3G workshop was held in Egham, UK on the 18th of June, hosted by Samsung, and was supported by a number of TSG T1 delegates.  A number of items were clarified and an important decision was made on the way forward for the GCF.

This report aims to summarise the 3G aspects of that meeting.  A formal set of minutes are appended with this document, 3GWS02_dftrep_r2.doc.

The appended copy has been highlighed where relevant to 3G.

Liasion Statement

We were asked to provide a liasion statement clarifying TSG T1s understanding of regulatory and voluntary test cases, doc T1-010234, (Doc W-01-010). The issues were discussed and the document was noted.

The Work of GCF 3G Workshop

It was agreed that the GCF should create two permanent reference documents or PRDs.  These would be the ‘Certification Criteria for Regulation’ and the ‘Certification Criteria for Validation’ or CCR and CCV.  It was further agreed that these documents should relate to release 99 and should cover both GERAN and UTRAN.

Mr Packer of Vodafone agreed to take the lead in creating a priority test case list which would form the basis of these documents.  This would be achieved by consultation with other GCF members over the TWG (Terminal Working Group) email reflector.  Subsequent to the meeting, I believe that Mr Halminen of Nokia also joined Mr Packer to form a small task force to expedite this activity.

It was suggested that since at least 90% of the likely test cases were already listed in TR34.123 part 2, that this be used as a good starting point for the exercise.

Lastly, it was agreed by the workshop that they would formally seek funding for this activity from the GCF steering group.
