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1. Introduction

At the moment T1 is working hard to produce prose test cases and the ETSI TTCN team is working hard to produce the related TTCN test cases. The resulting TTCN SW must be brought up to a level where it can run correctly on available industry test equipment. In short: the task of 'verifying' TTCN is also a task of testing/verifying a test mobile, a system simulator(including specific SW), a TTCN compiler, TTCN test cases, prose test cases, and even the core specifications. To minimize the amount of variables, TGS-T and TSG-T1 decided (June'00) to stay with the June'00 version of rel'99. Without this 'freeze', the TTCN itself would have changed continuously according core specification CRs of subsequent versions - and thus making it virtually impossible for the industry to stabilize the chain of SW/specifications/equipment described above. The freeze to the June version was decided with great majority and was supposed to last until a sufficient package of test cases would run on available test equipment. T1 has reached its goal of having a first batch of test cases (testing basic functionality) around now. More work is to be done on any possibly missing test cases and on the TTCN implementation of test cases which are still to be implemented in TTCN. A lot more work, however, is to be done by the industry on stabilizing the chain of SW/specifications/equipment described above.  

There are at least two good reasons to remove the freeze now:

1) GCF has agreed on the first package of tests to be prepared on test equipment this year. These should be based on the latest core specifications available in order to be avoid reworking them later.

2) NVIOT/6 needs to update its test cases to align with the latest core specifications.

2. Discussion of re-alignment options
Several alternatives are possible. The main ones which have been discussed are:

A) Align all T1 TS on the December 01 core specs 

B) Keep alignment on June 01 but implement essential (tbd) CRs between June and December 

C) Align the prose test case descriptions (parts -1, -2) on Dec 01 but keep (for the time being) the TTCN (parts -3) on June 01
D)  Keep all T1 TS on the June 01 core spec release (for at least another 3 months) 

E) Align all T1 TS on the March 02 core specs

F) Align all T1 TS on the December 01 core specs, plus essential (tbd) CRs between December and March
Other possibilites exist. 


3. Summary of decisions required

1) Remove Freeze Now? (Yes/No)

2) Prose and TTCN?

3) Align on which version of core specification?

4) Specifications to be available by when?

5) Work plan

4. Nortel Networks opinion
4.1 Nortel believes it is important that we take the decision to move alignment at this meeting. This allows the specification to be available at the June T plenary. Now is also a good time to include the new tests identified by RAN. 

4.2 Nortel believes the priority is to move the prose specification. TTCN if possible. 

4.3 Nortel believes the best version decision at this time is probably March’02: alternative E). Alternative A) would also be acceptable as an interim arrangement but since we know there are some critical security CRs after December, it would be useful to add at least these (alternative F).  

4.4 at least all necessary CRs for the prose (ie 34.123-1 & -2 for signalling) should be presented to next T1 meeting. 

4.5 Due to the size of the task, it could be helpful to plan the work and organize a work split among interested companies.
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
