4 Corrections required for test case 12.5

4.1 Introduction

This section describes the changes required to make test case 12.5 run correctly with a 3G UE. All modifications are marked with label “WA#BasicM<number>” for changes to the BasicM TTCN module and with label “WA#NAS<number>” for NAS related changes in the TTCN comments column of the enclosed ATS [1].

The ATS version used as basis was NAS_wk24.mp which is part of the iWD-TVB2002-03_D03wk24 release. This is the most recent ATS provided by MCC160 which contains GCF package 1 and 2 test cases.

The enclosed ATS [1] contains a number of additional changes (see list below) in common test steps which are required for other tests, but which are not applicable to test case 12.5:
