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1. Overall Description:

During the TSG-T1 meeting #20 in Munich, T1 discussed the issue of what Network Mode of Operation (NMO) should be used in the default configuration for T1 conformance test cases, especially in specification TS 34.108 - Common test environments for User Equipment (UE) conformance testing. The policy of T1 is that the test cases should reflect what would be most commonly used in real life networks. During the discussions it became evident that T1 cannot decide this on their own and are therefore seeking guidance and assistance from a larger audience.

The test cases, under T1’s responsibility, provide test coverage for both NMO-1 and NMO-2 where a certain NMO is specifically required. However the majority of test cases rely on the default configurations, in which the NMO is in question.

2. Actions to GSMA DIG: 

T1 kindly asks GSMA DIG to provide their view on which of the two NMOs should be used as the default configuration for T1 conformance test cases, in order that T1 can cover the most commonly anticipated NMO to be used in commercially live networks.
