GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Transportation to the Hotel

Airport

Munich Franz-Josef Strauss airport is located approx. 30 km north-east of the city centre and handles both domestic and international flights.

Transer from Airport to Hotel
Trains and taxis shuttle between the airport and the city centre:

· The yellow-black line S8 runs to the city from the east. The train is on a 20 minute service from 5:00 until midnight and the journey time to the Ostbahnhof station is about 35 minutes. The S-Bahn train station is on the underground level at the central terminal building (look for a green S-Bahn sign when leaving the arrival hall). Tickets can be purchased at ticket machines in the central terminal building before taking the escalator downstairs to the underground platform. The one-way fare is around € 8. The trains are equipped with places for luggage. 

Please leave the train at Ostbahnhof station and take a taxi from the station to the hotel (approx. € 15).

Due to construction works in the S-Bahn tunnel in the Munich city centre on weekends, it is not recommended to take the blue line S1 from the airport to Ostbahnhof. 

· As an alternative you may wish to take a taxi for the entire trip from the airport to the hotel (approx. 30 – 60 minutes depending on traffic conditions, costs around € 50). Taxis are beige in colour and are waiting outside the terminal building. 

Getting around Munich

Munich has an excellent public transportation system of busses, trams (Strassenbahn), underground (U-Bahn) and sub-urban trains (S-Bahn). The trams and U-Bahns serve the city centre, while the S-Bahn goes out to the suburbs. Munich transport (MVV) usually operates from 5:00 AM until 1:00 AM. The tickets, which are interchangeable between U-Bahn, S-Bahn, buses and trams, can be bought at blue ticket machines at bus/tram stops, underground stations or newsagents.

The nearest underground station to the hotel is “Arabellapark”. Use the green underground line U4 to get to the city centre (approx. 10 minutes).

Shuttle bus from hotel to Rohde & Schwarz

Rohde & Schwarz is located near Ostbahnhof. A shuttle bus service from the hotel to the meeting venue at Rohde & Schwarz and back will be provided. The bus leaves the hotel at 8:15 in the morning, and returns in the evening after the meeting is finished.

3. Network, Power

A wireless LAN will be provided for the purpose of this meeting. Please bring along the required network adapter cards in order to access the LAN. As a precaution to network failures, we would recommend to bring a floppy or CD-ROM drive with you. Backups of the meeting server will also be distributed on CD-ROM.

Germany follows the mid-European standards with 220 Volts/ 50 Hz AC and 3 pin power plugs. Please bring along your own adapters for connecting your equipment to power outlets.

4. Social Event

You’re cordially invited to a social event hosted by Rohde & Schwarz on Wednesday, 30th July 2003. We have selected a typical Bavarian beer garden restaurant where local specialties and Munich beer will be served.

5. Tourist Information about Munich

Munich (population 1.2 million) is the 3rd biggest city in Germany (after Berlin and Hamburg) and the capital of the state of Bavaria. The city is situated in southern Germany, approx. 50 km north of the Alps and is very close to the border to Austria and Switzerland. On clear days, the mountains seem to lie just south beyond the city's southern suburbs. 

Munich is probably best-known for it's annual "Oktoberfest" beer festival with it's 6 million visitors, but it is, undoubtedly, also the cultural capital of Germany with three opera houses, numerous concert halls and theatres, art galleries and it's famous science museums. Munich is home to big companies of the old economy (car manufacturer BMW has its headquarters in Munich), the publishing and multi-media industry as well as a lot of established IT, computer, telecommunications and new bio-tech start-up firms. 

With its relaxed, almost Mediterranean lifestyle, Munich is a very popular place to live in Germany and to visit by tourists. The old town (Altstadt) with its reconstructed churches and palaces has a lovely baroque atmosphere, unspoilt by modern skyscrapers that were built outside the centre. 

It is a great town for walking since most tourist attractions are concentrated in the inner city (Innenstadt) and the city centre with its big department stores and hundreds of smaller shops is one big pedestrian precinct. Compared to other German or European cities, the crime rate is quite low and Munich is regarded as a safe city.

6. Climate and Clothing

July and August are usually the warmest and dryest months of the year with daytime temperatures around 23 °C (73 °F), sometimes up to 30 °C (86 °F) and only occasional rain falls or thunder storms. At night, it cools down to 15 °C to 20 °C (59 °F - 68°F). It is recommended to bring along summer clothes and a jumper and jacket for the cooler evenings. An umbrella or raincoat may be a good idea.

The Rohde & Schwarz meeting rooms are fully air-conditioned.
