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Purpose

1.

The purpose of this paper is to provide the mechanism with which T1 may declare the effective completion of a batch of test cases, in order to present a realistic perspective of T1’s ongoing progress to the rest of the industry.
Background



2.

Currently the focus of T1’s work is directed towards the completion of test specifications in accordance with the priorities defined by the UTRA Agreement Group (UAG) of the Global Certification Forum (GCF).
3.

For the purposes of introducing commercially available automated test equipment in the priority order requested by the telecommunications industry, the UAG has allocated all the High Priority tests into batches for the separate categories of RF, signalling, USIM and audio. A High Priority test is one that needs to be passed by a UE in order for it to be deemed certified by the GCF. Currently there are approximately 500 such tests that comprise the Certification Criteria (CC).

4.

In order to channel the efforts of the test equipment industry, the GCF directs that 80% of each batch of tests must be implemented and validated before a company can apply to have a test validated from the next (lower) priority batch. Within T1 it is the working practice that T1 does not attempt to verify test cases in lower batches until a minimum of 80% of the tests have been verified in the previous (higher) priority batch.

The spread of the different types of test case in the priority batches was determined by the need to give the best possible chance for early UE implementations to work at a time when the technology was far from mature. The downside of this rather ‘idealistic’ approach is that the selection had little regard for the complexity of the tests or the likely state of readiness of a solution. Consequently it may be some time before every last test of every batch is approved or verified thus creating an unreasonable perspective that T1 is struggling to fulfil its obligations. This in turn could have an adverse effect on the support it receives. 
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Proposal
6.

It is proposed that T1 may declare a batch of tests, as defined by the GCF, to be complete when a minimum of 95% of the tests within a particular batch has either been verified or approved by T1, and subsequently approved
 at the T Plenary.
Caveat
7.

It should be made clear that declaration does not mean that the remaining tests (up to 5%) are to be neglected. T1 will still be under an obligation to complete each batch as soon as is technically possible.
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
