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1. Overall Description:

T WG1 thanks the GCF SG for its proposal with respect to the approach taken by T WG1 to test one or both CS/PS paths as part of its verification work of the signalling protocol tests (prose).
The issue was considered during T1#21 and after much discussion T WG1 decided that the most appropriate approach is for T WG1 to test both the CS and PS path prior to verification being considered, with immediate effect. This will result in a higher quality output from T WG1 which will be beneficial to the subsequent validation effort.

It should be noted that in latest formal version (3.3.0) of 34.123-3 all the tests were run successfully on both CS and PS paths where this was required.
