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T1 understands the test RRC Re-establishment delay  as folows:

1) A call is established on cell 1

2) When cell 1 disapears, the UE re-establishes on cell 2

3) The re-establish delay is measured

Converting the inputs from 25.133 Anneex A.6.1 directly into a test, the test will not work, because the UE will establish on cell 2, as cell 2 has the higher Ior/Ioc level ratio.

Action to RAN4

T1 kindly asks RAN4, if the test intention is met by

A) take actions to establich on cell1 in spite of lower level     or

B) assume a cell-1-level > cell-2-level.
