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1. Introduction

TSG T WG1 would like to thank TSG RAN WG1 for the LS on removal of “algorithm 2 for processing TPC commands” from Rel-99 and Rel-4.

TSG T WG1 have analysed the 34.121 test cases that use algorithm 2 and have come to the following conclusion.

There are many transmitter test cases in chapter 5 of 34.121 that use algorithm 2 even though it is not mentioned explicitly. Algorithm 2 is important in 34.121 because it is the means to keep the power constant in the test cases. Using algorithm 1 would not be efficient because the power would toggle on a slot basis by at least 1 dB. This is not acceptable for most of the Tx test cases. Therefore, T WG1 would like for RAN WG1 to keep algorithm 2 specified in their release 99 specifications because it is needed in order to keep the power constant in many test cases. Those test cases would be corrupted without algorithm 2. T1 also doesn’t see this as being an essential change request for release 99.
