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1 Introduction

The U-AG has been investigating ways of ensuring that Certification can start by the end of Dec 2004.  One proposal made was to retain the core standard used for testing as Mar 2003.  

It was agreed at U-AG#07 that this would certainly ensure the maximum number of test cases were validated by Dec04 and should be applied for all aspects of testing e.g. RF and Protocol.

Concerns were raised that this might result in the testing not detecting errors in the UE.  Furthermore, it was requested that T WG1 provided feedback on what would be the impact of the U-AG deciding to use test specs to the latest R99 standards.

2 Detail

The GCF U-AG requests the following from T WG1:

1. Identify the details of any critical corrections to the standards that would not be tested if Certification is performed against a R99 March 2003 core standard.

2. Identify the details of any R99 tests that might prove functionality that is now (post Mar03) deemed incorrect.

3. Provide information on the impact of the U-AG deciding to use test specs to the latest R99 core standard. Note, it is recognised that the T WG1 can not address itself to all the U-AG’s needs, but help is requested to understand the areas of R99 that have undergone change since Mar03.  It would also be appreciated if an estimate of the impact on the rollout of TTCN from MCC160/T WG1 could be provided.

If possible, it would be gratefully appreciated if this information could be provided by the next U-AG, 16-17 June 2004.
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
